Digital Art Tools:
« Canva: A user-friendly design tool perfect for creating social media graphics, invitations,
and more.

o Tip: Explore Canva's extensive library of templates to quickly create professional-
looking designs.

« Procreate: A powerful digital painting and illustration app for iPad.

Photographing Your Artwork:
« Lighting:

o Natural Light: Use soft, natural light from a window to avoid harsh shadows.

o Artificial Light: Use a ring light or diffused light to evenly illuminate your artwork. A
ring light will reduce shadows and provide consistent lighting. A diffused light can
also be used to soften harsh light and create a more even illumination.

o Lightbox: Use a lightbox to illuminate your artwork from behind, eliminating
shadows and creating a clean, professional look.

« Camera Angle: Photograph your artwork straight on to avoid distortion.
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« Editing: Use a photo editing app like Adobe Lightroom or your phone’s built in editing tools
to adjust brightness, contrast, and color balance.
