It is 231 feet high up to its broken
pinnacle and it is estimated to be huilt of 160 million bricks.

"Monkey Kingdom" Primate Center- It is home to three species
of Sri Lankan monkeys, the Toque macaque, the gray langur
and the purple faced langur.

Polonnaruwa- The Kingdom of Polonnaruwa was the Sri
Lankan kingdom from which Sinhalese kings ruled the island
from 1055 until 1232. In the evening we will set out on a two
to three hour evening safari to see the elusive and shy Sri
Lanka slender loris in its natural jungle habitat.
