Maundy Thursday: Remember His Death – We recall that Jesus gives His Body and Blood in, with, and 

under the bread and wine of the Lord’s Supper so that we might remember His death until He comes.  

Good Friday: He Died for All – We ponder that Jesus died for all, that those who live might no longer 

live for themselves, but for Him who for their sake died and was raised.  

Easter Sunday: He Lives Triumphant – We celebrate that by His resurrection, Jesus was triumphant 

over sin, death, and the grave.
