! These commands will create a Layer 3 interface for VLAN 10 which also known as a Switched 
! Virtual Interface (SVI).  If you don’t create an SVI on the same switch then it will be  
! treated as Layer 2 only and an external device to the switch will need to handle Layer 3 
! for the VLAN.  It is common to use /24 for most subnets in order to keep broadcast traffic 
! low.  It is also common on a /24 for the third octet to match the VLAN number.  For example,  
! VLAN 10 has a third octet of 10, VLAN 11 would have a third octet of 11, etc.

 description Layer 3 for VLAN10 
 ip address 1.1.10.1 255.255.255.0

interface GigabitEthernet0/1
