✦ What is the difference between the Church Militant and the Church Triumphant (see 
Question 218 the church militant is the church here on earth engaged in its ongoing 
struggle against Satan’s attacks, the church triumphant is the victorious church when 
Christ returns and Satan is ultimately defeated)

✦ What are some false teachings about the end of time and life everlasting? (see #229/Old 
Catechism #188 has one, but others include: Millennialism, the Rapture.)

John	14:6	Jesus	said,	“I	Am	the	Way,	and	the	Truth,	and	the	Life;	no	one	comes	to	the	Father	except	
through	Me.”	

1	Corinthians	12:4	“Now	there	are	varie$es	of	giWs,	but	the	same	Spirit.”	

Romans	1:17	“I	am	not	ashamed	of	the	Gospel;	for	it	is	the	power	of	God	for	salva$on	to	everyone	
who	believes.”

If	we	
confess	our	sins,	God	who	is	faithful	and	just	will	forgive	us	our	sins	and	cleanse	us	from	all	
unrighteousness.”	

Romans	14:8	“If	we	live,	we	live	to	the	Lord,	and	if	we	die,	we	die	to	the	Lord;	so	then,	whether	we	
live	or	whether	we	die,	we	are	the	Lord’s.”	

1	Corinthians	15:51-52	“Listen,	I	will	tell	you	a	mystery!		We	will	not	all	die,	but	we	will	all	be	
changed,	in	a	moment,	in	the	twinkling	of	an	eye,	at	the	last	trumpet.
