1. Habbakuk 2:20 “But the Lord is in His holy temple; let all the earth keep silence before Him.” 

2. John 6:35  “I Am the bread of life; whoever comes to Me shall not hunger, and whoever believes in 

Me shall never thirst.” 

3. 1 Corinthians 10:16  “The cup of blessing that we bless, is it not a participation in the blood of Christ?  

The bread that we break, is it not a participation in the body of Christ?” (#1092) 

4. 1 Corinthians 11:26  “For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord’s 

death until He comes.” (#1136) 

5. Colossians 1:13-14  “He has delivered us from the domain of darkness and transferred us to the 

kingdom of His beloved Son, in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.”
