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Force Point ( Fp® ) system uses one only Convention SCOR-SCOR for discovering the exact partner’s shape and the colors of partner's TOP Honor. Usually you will use the 1st part of SCOR-scor Convention, but if you want to show that your previously shown long Basic suit has 1 more card in length than expected, you will use the 2nd part of the scor-SCOR Convention. The abbreviations for SCOR-SCOR Convention are:

“S” stands for the SHAPE (“every other”) side suits which Surrounds your Basic suit (CL+HE or DI+SP always excluding the long Basic suit).

“CO” stands for your COLOR (red or black) side suits always excluding the color of your Basic suit.

“R” stands for the RANK (Majors or Minors) side suits always excluding the rank of your Basic suit.

NOTE: The abbreviations are equal for both part of the Convention. Using the 1st part of the Convention will show to your partner that you have odd number (5, 7) card suit and using the 2nd part of it will show to him that you have even number ( 6 or 8 ) card suit.

So, the 2nd part of the Convention uses the same meanings, but it shows that your Basic suit’s length has 1 more card in length than was previously expected by the Opening (Overcall). You use the Convention to show your side suits when your Basic suit is already previously bid and known. The Basic suit can be any 5+ card suit you bid by the Opening or used to overcall.

In general, when you have odd number card suit (5, 7) you will open (overcall) in your 5+ card Basic suit, then you will show your side suits by SCOR-scor, then you will show your 2nd longest suit. Show it naturally, but just remember that the 1st step answer is ALWAYS reserved for 7 card suit (the higher number of odd cards). So, on a new Relay, if you have 5 card suit you will show your 2nd longest suit naturally (from 2nd step and up) , revealing your exact shape. Use the bid in NT to show that you have a Void, e.g. any 5440 shape and use to bid your Basic suit when your side suits are 3 by 3. When you have a 7 card suit, you MUST use the 1st step answer, thus postponing the answer for the 2nd longest suit, and on the next Relay you will show your 2nd longest suit naturally, paying attention that the 1st step answer again is reserved for a Void (this time for any 7420 and the bid in your Basic suit is reserved for any 7222 and the bid of NT is reserved for any 7330).
With 6 card suit (sometimes with very weak 8 card suit), you will Open (overcall) naturally in your Basic suit, then, on the 1st Relay, you will show your side suits using the 2nd part of scor-SCOR, (the bids from 4th to 6th steps) thus informing your partner that you have 6 or 8 card Basic suit. 6th step is special: It shows 6 or 8 card suit +a Void or with S+V. On a new Relay you will show your 2nd longest suit naturally (from 2nd step, because the 1st step answer is reserved again (this time for any 6 or 8 card suit with a Void or with Singleton + Void, S+V ), thus again revealing your exact shape. Use either the bids in any 1318 or in NT (which come 1st) to show any 6322 card shape. When your side suits are RANK, you must use the bids over the 6th step of SCOR-SCOR by immediately JUMPING in your 2nd longest suit !! In such cases, from 7th step answer and up, you will enter the Extended SCOR.

You will read about it below, but for now just remember, that Extended SCOR is used ONLY with 6 card Basic suit along with RANK side suits by jumping from 7th step and up !!

NOTE: The answers by SCOR-SCOR starts from the 1st step after the 1st Relay (by using the bids of Pass & DBL after Opponents' interference), except after 1 CL Opening when the answers by SCOR_SCOR starts from the 3rd step (4th step after Opponents' interference), because the 1st, 2nd (3rd) steps are used to show either strong balanced (B3 to B(4.5) or unbalanced hands with B(4.5)+ (or by using the bid of PASS after Opponents' interference, for showing a middle strength unbalanced hand with B(2 - 3), 5+ CL) When you see all these bids in SYSNOTES, you will remember them much easier and your vision will clarify.

About the side suits
When you use SCOR-SCOR Convention you show simultaneously the length of your long Basic color (suit) along with 2 of your side colors (suits).
The site colors (suits) can be:

Suits with equal length: 

1 by 1, 2 by 2, 3 by 3, 4 by 4 which must be noticed by priority, but they can be also:

2 by 3, 2 by 4 or 3 by 4 (depends on the length of the Basic color)

REMEMBER THIS: 

Usually you won’t expect to be only one Singleton suit between the side suits !
Exceptions:
3 by 1 (with 9 card suit)

2 by 1 (with 10 card suit)
There is an exemption only for any distributions of: 4108 --> 8 cards Basic color + Void (V) or Singleton + Void (S+V)
So, when you see 2 by 1 or 3 by 1 colors (suits),they can NOT be your side suits, be careful !!

The main principle is:
After you have showed your Basic 5+ cards color by the Opening or by Overcalling, on the 1st Relay by your partner you must show the length of your Basic color suit along with your side colors by steps, and on a new Relay, you must show your 2nd longest color suit thus revealing your exact shape which your partner can visualize in his mind using the universal KEY.
.
On the 2nd Relay, when your partner asks you for your 2 longest color (suit), you may  show one of the side colors that matched by color your previously shown side colors (the Basic suit color is always excluded).

And that means you have a Singleton in your possession !
Or you may show a suit which is NOT one of the previously shown lateral (side) suits, and that means you do NOT have any Singleton !!
This is the KEY for easy visualizing your partner's shape!
SCOR-SCOR is an innovative Convention allowing you to reveal your exact simple shapes usually up to 3 NT. When you are the Quest (asking your partner) the important thing is to pay attention where is your partner's 2nd longest suit :
       IS IT ONE OF THE PREVIOUSLY SHOWN SIDE SUITS OR IS IT NOT? THE ANSWER OF THIS QUESTION IS THE KEY FOR EASY DISCOVERING YOUR PARTNER'S EXACT SHAPE 
When your 2nd longest suit is one of the previously shown side suits, the 4th (not shown) suit is ALWAYS a Singleton, but when your 2nd longest suit is NOT one of the previously shown side suits, your partner doesn't have a Singleton !!

THE MEANING OF THE EXTENDED SCOR-SCOR
When you have a Basic suit with 6 card length along with RANK side suits, your answer for the 2nd longest suit will enter the zone of the Extended SCOR from 7th step JUMP answer and Up.

ONLY with those 2 conditions (a 6 card Basic suit + RANK side suits) you will show your 2nd longest suit immediately by natural JUMPING in the suit. By bidding your 2nd longest suit immediately on the 1st Relay by SCOR, thus saving the need of using the 2nd Convention’s Relay for that, you will save a very valuable bidding space. Just remember in any cases with a 6 card Basic suit when you have also RANK side suits to bid directly your 2nd longest suit by jumping naturally when asked for your side suits, because every step from 6th and above shows that your side suits are RANK.

The Extended SCOR-SCOR usually starts with the 7th step Convention’s answer and all of the next steps will show only RANK side suits, so you simply MUST bid your 2nd longest suit naturally by JUMP despite which step you will use over the first 6 steps by S-CO-R -- S-CO-R -- R-R-R-R How you may see, the answer consists 10 steps with 2 additional steps for any 8221 or 8311 very hands with B(3 - 4), because with 8 card Minor suit and B(2.0 - 2.5) you must open 4 CL or 4 DI.

               IMPORTANT NOTE ABOUT SCOR - SCOR CONVENTION
With hands with B# from 1.5 to 4.0 you will use both parts of SCOR - SCOR and also the Extended SCOR only if the 6th step of SCOR - SCOR answer is below 3 NT bid (which means the Relay for the side suits must be below 2 NT).

In general, when you have 6 or 8 card suit:
The 1st step is reserved for any 6 or 8 cards, SHAPE, COLOR or RANK + Void or S+V
 
The bid in the suit outside the previous showed SCOR suits always shows 3 card suit with any 8131 shapes
3 NT bid is reserved for any 6232 shapes
All natural bids with 4 card suit in one of the previous showed SCOR suits are reserved for any 1246 shapes
Use the bid in your Basic suit for any 1336 shapes (because there is no 2nd longest suit)
Last bids are for any 2218 shapes (7th step and up, non-natural bids) respectively with all possible B# (Base Number, strength)
So, with Extended SCOR (for shapes of 6 cards + RANK, 6 cards + SHAPE and 6 cards + COLOR) for the 2nd part of SCOR - SCOR you will use:

- a natural bids in either your 4 card suit (with any 6124 shapes) or
- a natural bid in your Basic suit (with any 6133 shapes) or
- a natural bid in your 3 card suit (with any 8311 shapes) or
- a non-natural bid of 3 NT bid (with any 6232 shapes)
These are total of 6 bids. The 7th and up bids are:
- non-natural bid (s) for any 8122 shapes respectively with all possible B# (strength)
See in Sysnotes what bids you must use.
With hands with B# below 1.5 (up to B1 strength) you will use only the 1st part of SCOR – scor (with 5 or 7 card suit)
The next steps will show 6 card Basic suit + 4 cards in the natural bid you use

Use 3 NT bid for any 2623 ambiguous balance
Use the bid in the Basic 6 card suit with any 1363shapes

Use the 4th level bid in the Basic suit for 8 cards in that suit

            With strong hands with B# >= 4.5 you ALWAYS must use the full power (all steps) of SCOR - SCOR and Extended SCOR Convention !!
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
