Barbless hooks only, no braided line under any
circumstances, maximum breaking strain of 8lbs, no
fixed bolt rigs except for Guru X Safe rigs, no fish over 2lbs
to be kept in keep nets except in matches ( special rules
apply) and not nuts or beans as bait. We have found
banned tackle at our fisheries and as a consequence,
tackle checks will be made and if the rules have been
broken your membership may be terminated.
