2018 was a busy year for the department, we answered 200 emergency calls. This year we have had a busy start running calls and are challenged with the task of answering them with limited manpower.  We are answering calls with an average of 5-6 personnel. 

This year we added a 100’ Pierce Aerial Platform truck to our fleet. This truck will greatly increase the fire protection that we can provide to the area. We have also started construction on our boat house on Palmetto Creek that will greatly increase our response time to emergencies on the surrounding waters. 

We need new fire fighters and EMTs.  The average age of our responders is in the 60s and 70s. If you are a younger resident that has been a resident or a new resident, Please consider joining the department and helping serve your community. The lack of manpower is not just our department, our other local mutual aid departments are also hurting for active responders. Sometimes it takes multiple departments to answer a call. We have some of the best trucks and equipment around- WE NEED PEOPLE TO MAN IT.
