White Belt Hin Dhee 10th Gup Representing the innocence of the 
beginner.

Yellow Stripe Belt 9th Gup

Yellow Belt Norong Dhee 8th Gup Representing the Earth from which the 
plant sprouts as Tae Kwon-Do skill 
develops under the heat of the sun.Green Stripe Belt 7th Gup

Green Belt Noke-Saek-Gwee Dhee 6th Gup Signifying the plant's growth and 
development.

Blue Stripe Belt 5th Gup

Blue Belt Cheong Dhee 4th Gup Representing the Heavens toward 
which the maturing plant grows.

Red Stripe Belt 3rd Gup

Red Belt Hong Dhee 2nd Gup Warning the student to master self-
control, and opponents to stay away.

Black Stripe Belt 1st Gup

Black Belt  Hurek Dhee 1st Dan The opposite of white, signifying 
maturity and proficiency in Tae Kwon-
Do. It indicates the wearer's 
imperviousness to darkness and fear.
