Grammar notes. 

In French, nouns have a gender and a number. So, we say "Un bateau" (a ship) and "Une 

maison" (a house). Adjectives are usually variable and take the gender and the number of 

the noun. A final "e" will usually indicate the female gender and a final "s" (sometimes 

"x"), the plural. For verbs, the plural is usually with the final "nt". So, we say "Le registre 

de la paroisse" to mean "The acts of the parish", "le registre est perdu, la liste est perdue, 

les actes sont perdus" to mean "the register is lost, the list is lost, the acts are lost". You 

can be confused by that.
