Race Day Schedule:
Registration: 7:00am-8:00am
Mandatory Rider’s Meeting: 8:30am 
*Role call will be done -if called and not in attendance, you will start your moto backwards.
Practice: 9:00am
Moto One: approximately 20 minutes after practice Moto Two: approximately 30-45 minutes after heats
Plaques will be handed out approximately 30 minutes after the last race is concluded
Race Fees:
$73.85 for SCRC membership which includes CMA ($58.85 total for second rider and up in household) . Tax is added to CMA 
$35 for SCRC membership if a CMA membership is already complete
$30 for SCRC day pass $25 per class if pre-registered online
$10 per transponder
$10 ambulance fee
$50 late fee if registering after registration is closed

Classes and Age Requirements:
A Class: This class is for expert/pro riders who ride 125cc two stroke or equivalent and higher bikes. Minimum age is 12.
B Class: This class is for junior/intermediate riders who ride 125cc two stroke or equivalent and higher bikes. Minimum age is 12.
C Class: This class is for beginner riders who ride 125cc two stroke or equivalent and higher bikes. Minimum age is 12.
Vet Class: This class is 40 + riders. Bikes 125 cc and bigger are allowed. 
*This class has a double gate drop with Moto Mom.
25+ Class: This class is 25 + riders. Bikes 125 cc and bigger are allowed.
*This class has a double gate drop with Youth Class
Youth Class: This class is for riders 18-24 years old. Bikes 125cc and bigger are allowed.  
*This class has a double gate drop with 25+ Class
Schoolboy Class: This class is for riders 14-17 years old. Bikes 125cc to 250cc are allowed.

Two Stroke Class: This class is for riders on 100cc-150cc two stroke bikes with big wheels (16inch back tire and 19inch front tire). Minimum age 12.
Ladies Class: This class is for female riders, 85cc and up. No age or bike limit.
Moto Mom Class: This class is for mothers and/or stepmothers, 85 cc and up. No age or bike limit. 
*This class has a double gate drop with Vet class.
Supermini: This class is for riders who are 7-16 years of age riding 80-112cc bikes.
85cc: This class is for 85cc two strokes and 150cc four strokes within the ages of 7-16. 65cc: This class is for 65cc or equivalent bikes. Max age 12.
50cc: This class is for 50cc or smaller/equivalent bikes. Max age 8.
Small Wheel Beginner Class: This class is for young first-time beginner racers on small wheeled bikes. These riders cannot enter any other classes. There are no year-end awards for this class as it is an entry level class.
Note: Age is determined by the rider’s age as of the first race

General:
· In certain cases, age requirements may be waived at the discretion of the SCRC Board Members.

· Smaller classes may be combined with similar engine size or rider ability as per discretion of SCRC Board Members.

· Bike numbers are awarded to members who have seniority in the series/class.

· Only legal bikes for the class will be allowed on the starting line.

· No bike substitutions will be allowed unless they are legal for the class to be entered. All substitutions must be approved by an SCRC board member prior to the practice/race session.

· All tracks are responsible for always having an ambulance on site during the races.

· All decisions come back to SCRC Board Member discretion.

Registration:
All registrations and payments must be completed through Race Ready.

Fees:
· $25 per class
· $10 ambulance fee per rider/ per day
· $10 transponder fee (if you don’t already have a Race Ready Transponder)

Please ensure you enter the correct rider details:
· Full Name
· Bike Number
· Transponder Number (if you already have one)
· Classes Entering
Registration closes Thursday at midnight before race day.
No exceptions – make sure you’re signed up on time.
Refunds:
Refunds will be given in the case of:
· Races cancelled due to rain or track conditions
· If you can provide proper medical paperwork



Class Advancement:
It is the responsibility of each rider to register in the class that best matches their skill level.

Riders who consistently finished in top positions during the previous season are strongly encouraged to move up to the next class.

The SCRC Board Members will monitor results throughout the season to ensure riders are competing in the appropriate class.

Please Note:
If a rider voluntarily moves up — or is advanced by the Board —points will not transfer to the new class.

A Rider Will Be Moved Up If:
• They finished Top 5 in 80% of the races they attended in the previous season
• They finished Top 3 overall for two consecutive years
• It is determined necessary by the SCRC Board Members

Our goal is to maintain fair, competitive, and safe racing for everyone.

Official Flags:
Green: Continue Racing White: One Lap to Go Checkered: End of Race
Yellow: A rider is down, slow down. Maintain positioning until you have passed the downed rider.
NO JUMPING OR PASSING. 3 position docking will occur if you are found to be in violation of this rule.
Red: Return to starting gate, watch for an emergency situation. Instructions will be given at the starting gate as to what will happen next.
Black: There is something wrong with your bike or riding style, stop and talk to the ref flagging you.

Competition Rules and Regulations:
Rider Gear Requirements:
For the safety of all participants, the following gear is mandatory:
· Helmet: Must provide full coverage, fully cover the base of the skull, and be worn at all times while riding.
· Boots: Must be sturdy, protective, and fully cover the ankle.
· Eye Protection: Shatterproof eye protection must be worn at all times.
· Chest Protection: CE Level 1 certified chest & back protection
· Protective riding pants
· Gloves
· Long-sleeved riding shirt
Strongly Recommended:
· Neck Brace

Failure to meet mandatory gear requirements may result in denial of track access.
Practice Session:
· All riders are required to participate in one (1) practice session only, based on their selected bike size/class.
· Riders may choose which applicable practice group to enter but may not ride in multiple practice sessions.
Exception:
If a track change affects a specific class (ex. When 50cc riders use a shortened track compared to 65cc riders), riders may participate in an additional practice session relevant to their adjusted track layout.

Practice sessions are intended solely for riders to:
· Observe the track layout
· Assess current track conditions
Practice is not intended for extended track time or competitive advantage

Violation of this policy may result in disciplinary action, including possible disqualification from the event.

Bike Requirements:
All bikes must meet CMA standards.
Machines must be equipped with:
· Properly functioning clutch
· Complete gearbox
· Working front and rear brakes
· Integral ball-ended clutch and brake levers (minimum 5/8 inch diameter ball end)
The following are prohibited:
· Handlebars made from carbon, Kevlar, or any other composite materials
Sound Requirements:
Motocross machines must meet at 96 dBA limit, according to CMA testing procedures.

Silencer Policy:

A rider must begin each heat or race with a properly functioning silencer.

If, during the heat or race, the silencer becomes damaged or lost, or ineffective, this will not automatically result in disqualification, unless the Senior Referee determines the situation was deliberate or contrived.
Moto Format:
Points will be awarded as follows:
1st – 25
2nd – 22
3rd – 20
4th – 18
5th – 16
6th – 15
7th – 14
Points will be reduced by one until 20th place. Points are not awarded after 20th place. Points will be combined from first and second moto and the rider accumulating the most points after both motos is the overall class winner. In case of a tie, the winner is the rider with the better finishing position in the final moto.

Qualifiers:
In the event of high number of riders in any class, qualifiers may be required. SCRC tracks run 24-40 gates, should we have more than 26 or 42 riders, respectively, and the class will run as follows:
Two randomized heats with top 10 or top 18 riders moving on to the main event. Last chance qualifier with top four moving on to the main event.
Gate Pick:
Gate pick for moto one is generated randomly by Race Ready. Gate picks for moto two are determined by the position the rider finished in moto one.

Identification:
All riders must have three number plates attached to their bike before they will be permitted to participate.

Bike numbers are assigned on a first‑come, first‑served basis. If a rider selects a number that has already been claimed by someone who registered earlier, they will be required to choose a different number prior to practice.

To ensure visibility and accuracy, riders may also be asked to modify or adjust their number plates if they are not easily readable.







Disqualification:

The following actions may result in immediate disqualification. Additional disciplinary actions, including loss of points or season‑long suspension, may also apply where noted.

· Abusing Officials
Violent disagreements, verbal abuse, or the use of profanity toward any official are grounds for immediate disqualification.
· Interfering With Lap Counters
Any distraction, disruption, or interference with lap counters will result in the loss of all points for that race.
· Interference With Race Personnel
Interfering with or obstructing any race official, EMT, or track worker is strictly prohibited and may result in disqualification.
· Alcohol Use
Competitors may not consume alcoholic beverages prior to or during an event.
· Drug Use
Illegal drug use will not be tolerated. Riders who are suspected of, or observed using, illegal drugs at any event may be disqualified and banned for the remainder of the season.
· Unsportsmanlike Conduct
Unsportsmanlike behavior of any kind will not be tolerated and may lead to disqualification.
· Riding Under Another Rider’s Name
No rider may compete under another rider’s name under any circumstances.
· Bike Substitution
Riders may not substitute bikes unless the substitute bike is legal for the race and the change has been approved by an SCRC Board Member.
· Responsibility for Rider and Pit Crew Conduct
Riders are responsible for their own behavior as well as the conduct of their pit crew. Misconduct by either may result in penalties or disqualification.
· Riding in the Pits
Riding in the pit area must be done in first gear only, at idle speed.
· A first offense may result in the rider being required to start backwards in their next moto.
· A second offense may result in disqualification for the race day.

Protests
Any protests must be submitted directly to the SCRC Board. This includes protests related to rider placement, machine compliance, or rule violations.
· Protests concerning Moto 1 must be filed within 30 minutes after Moto 1 has concluded.
· Protests concerning Moto 2 must be filed within 30 minutes after the race day has ended.

Once second motos have begun, Moto 1 results may no longer be protested.
Riders must contact their Rider Representative to initiate a protest.

*Do not go to the Race Office for protest matters.

The Small Wheel Beginner class does not receive year-end trophies, as it is designed as an entry-level beginner development class.

Tie-Breaking Policy
In the event of a points tie at the end of the season, final standings will be determined as follows:
1. Most overall wins
2. If still tied, the next best overall finishes
3. If still tied, finishing position in the final race of the season
