                                     On this second Sunday of Advent, in which we prepare to celebrate the Nativity of our Lord, we have      
          heard with joy the message that calls us to reaffirm ourselves in our hope.  During this time, we                      
          prepare ourselves in this virtue, which allows us to strengthen our relationship with God and our  
          brothers through faith.  This is a special sign that we have been baptized not only with water but with 
          the Holy Spirit, as announced by the evangelist Saint Mark (Mk 1:1-8). 

          In reality, we are invited in this liturgical season to prepare the way: "Prepare the way of the Lord,  
          make straight his paths" (Mk 1:3) sustained in the hope that we can always approach the source of  
          mercy.  In this regard, we find a means to fulfill the invitation that the Lord gives to us through the  
          prophet Isaiah: "Comfort, comfort my people, says your God" (Is 40:1).  Let us be attentive to the 
teachings of our beloved Church, which, speaking about Christian hope, tells us: 

The first essential setting for learning hope is prayer.  When no one listens to me anymore, God still listens to me.  
When I can no longer talk to anyone or call upon anyone, I can always talk to God.  When there is no longer                  
anyone to help me deal with a need or expectation that goes beyond the human capacity for hope, he can help 
me.  When I have been plunged into complete solitude ...; if I pray, I am never totally alone (Spe Salvi n.32).   

This week, we will celebrate two great mysteries in our faith: first, the Immaculate Conception of the Virgin Mary; and 
second, the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe.  These are special moments to strengthen ourselves in prayer and learn from 
the one whom the Church calls "Our life, our sweetness, and our hope."  Because of her "yes," God became flesh; he                  
became one of us and pitched his tent among us.  With our "yes," we will have the possibility of being signs of hope for 
the world since life in Christ is the light of our life.
