In this convulsion in  

 which we live today, it sometimes sounds very difficult to echo the letter of St. Paul to the Thessalonians: 

 "Rejoice always," but the reality is the evangelist continues in the same letter giving us more explanations  

 on how to be happy in all circumstances.   

 Pray without ceasing.  Each second of our lives has to be a perfect opportunity to talk to God and praise  

 him with our words and actions, but we cannot be tired or discouraged in our life of prayer.  It has to be 

 our constant conversation with our Lord, placing our lives in his hands.  In our daily prayer, we need to  

 have the best instrument to defend our lives from the temptation of thinking that he doesn't hear us, or  

 15 minutes per day or less are sufficient in prayer.  We need to make our entire life a constant and    

 persistent prayer.  

In all circumstances, give thanks.  Ask for wisdom to understand and accept the will of God in our lives.  We want many things, 

but if we have given control of our lives to God, we have to be ready to read his signs, his merciful manifestation in our daily 

routine.  It is important to enter into communion with him and to be aware and know that everything we have lived and 

received comes from him.  

Retain what is good; refrain from every kind of evil.  We tend to remember only the negative and bad things we have lived, thus 

allowing our hearts to become sour and retain bad experiences.  Instead, we have to give priority to remember and place in 

our souls and hearts the thousands of blessings that the Lord has bestowed in our lives, innumerable talents, gifts, and   

graces that he places in our hands each second of our lives.   

Now I think we can say that we know where or when or who can give us real joy or how we can find real happiness.  Only in God is 

the true and real blessedness.  In him, we can find authentic joy.

SUPPORTING  ST.  ANN  AYUDANDO  A  SANTA  ANA 
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On the Saturday    
evening before this 
Sunday, or at the     
Sunday dinner, we 
gather together with 
the family to light the 
third candle on the  
Advent wreath.  The 
brighter the lighting 
becomes, the more 
impatient we become 
for the arrival of the 
Redeemer.  The 
most appropriate prayer for the evening is psalm 
81, for at the Sunday Mass it constitutes the 
dominant chant sung at the Introit, the Offertory 
and the Communion.  This psalm of     
redemption should become an old friend during 
Advent, for on the First Sunday in Advent we 
heard it at the Alleluia and at the Communion. 
On the Second Sunday we heard it again at the 
Offertory, and we shall hear it once again during 
the night of Christmas:    

Show us, O Lord, Thy mercy, and grant us Thy  
salvation.... Mercy and faithfulness shall unite; justice 
and peace shall embrace. Faithfulness shall sprout 
from the earth, and justice shall look down from 
heaven. The Lord will also give prosperity, and our 
land shall yield its produce. Justice shall go before 
Him, and salvation in His footsteps.        — Frey

After joining the Carmelites in 1563, 
he joined forces with Teresa of Avila 
to carry out a  reform of the order.  His 

first house as leader of the friars was so 

spare that even Teresa doubted he could 

live there.  But John embraced austerities.  

His mystical theology teaches the renun-

ciation of all creaturely comforts for the 

sake of union with God.  “Feed not your spirit on anything 

but God.  Cast off concern about things, and bear peace and 

recollection in your heart.”  John died in 1591 and is hailed 

as the Mystical Doctor.

CONFESSIONS  DURING  ADVENT

All  virtual class sessions are wrapped up 

in lessons about Advent.  Teachers build 

up lessons reinforcing what parents have 

somehow taught their children about  

Advent—that yearning for the second 

coming of our Saviour.  Our catechists 

engage in a variety of activities to gain a

They encouraged some quiet time with their families away from the thoughts of  the craziness 

of the Christmas shopping, to do some corporal works of mercy that they have learned from past lessons, and 

for those others to find time to go to confession.  One of the classes focused on the readings from the     

Scripture like that of the Book of Isaiah, readings that talk about hope and from there made the class come up 

with their own advent calendar marking what good thing or action they do each day prior to Christmas.

This year we are not going to have our regular Advent Penance Service due to Covid 19 and the need 

for social distancing.  However;  Fr. Duber and Fr. Alfonso will continue hearing Confessions by

appointment in the Church Office only.  Also, during this Advent season, they will schedule

apointments after regular office hours on Tuesdays and Thursday evening starting after 5:00 PM.

They hope to grant the sacrament of reconciliation to as many of our parishioners that take advantage 

of this opportunity.
