This, being the last Sunday of Advent, is the opportunity to contemplate the scene that 
fills our lives with hope.  God comes to this world in the fragility of the flesh, allowing 
us to contemplate the language of holiness.  What could it mean to us, some outward 
signs surrounding his birth?  Who could think that the Son of God would take the flesh 
of a humble virgin of Nazareth and be protected by a poor carpenter, or even less that 
he would have a manger for his bed? 

We often have a special deal with things that remind us of God; this reflects the recog-
nition of what He has done for us.  It seems that we echo the sentiment of King David, 
who, after receiving victory in defense of his people, recognizes God's help and says to 
the prophet: "Here I am living in a house of cedar, while the ark of God dwells in a 
tent!" (2 Sam 7:2). 

Although we know how to value the things that remind us of God, it is more important to prepare our-
selves to receive Him.  This is what happens at Christmas.  Our Nativity scenes and Christmas songs are 
not only the memory of what happened in Bethlehem but, above all, the proclamation of the human being, 
who becomes aware that the Holy Family of Nazareth continues to search for a place to spend the night. 

To attend to his call, we need to open our minds and hearts in prayer of gratitude for the Salvation 
wrought by Jesus Christ our Lord and for his work in our midst; thus, enabling us to welcome a life that 
He comes to offer us through the work of his Spirit. 

Mary, in whom the Spirit found willingness and collaboration for grace, shows us the way to build a wor-
thy abode for our God.  Aware that it is God himself who chooses his dwelling place, let us communicate 
to those who come to us the hope that the divine Child Jesus brings us.
