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OUR  LADY  OF  LOURDES

On February 11, 1858, a 
beautiful woman appeared 
to Bernadette Soubirous in a 
remote stone grotto outside 
Lourdes, France.  When 
asked her name, she replied, 
“I am the Immaculate Con-
ception.”  In the spot where 
she requested a chapel, a 
spring bubbled forth.  Since 
that time, seventy officially 
recognized cures and hun-
dreds of “unofficial” healings 
had been reported at 

Lourdes.  “Mary is the one who believed and, from her 
womb, rivers of living water have flowed forth to irri-
gate human history.  The spring that Mary pointed out 
to Bernadette here in Lourdes is the humble sign of 
this spiritual reality.  From her believing heart, from 
her maternal heart, flows living water which purifies 
and heals” (Pope Benedict XVI).  Magnificat:  Feb. 2021

ST.  OF  THE  WEEK:  ST. SCHOLASTICA

In Jesus' time, finding a doctor for healing was uncommon.  Sometimes, the only thing that people could do for a sick 

person was to be good company and offer them some homemade medicines while waiting until they got well or died.  

They did not have too many options.  The average lifespan was forty years.  Many of these afflictions were attributed to 

their spiritual life or the sins of their ancestors.  The disciples asked him, "Lord, who sinned, his parents or this man 

that he was born blind?" (Jn 9:2).  Jesus answered, "Neither this man nor his parents sinned, but this happened so that 

you can see the glory of God" (Jn 9:3).

Today's Gospel tells us about Peter's mother-in-law (Mk 1:29-39), who was ill and could not do anything but be in bed.  

Visiting Capernaum some years ago with a group from our parish was an enjoyable experience.  The synagogue was a 

short distance from Peter's home, which was right outside of the synagogue.  After the Sabbath prayer, Jesus needed to 

receive the invitation to enter Peter's house to perform the miracle.  Those who call upon Jesus in their lives and open 

their lives to faith can see the glory of God.  It is important for us to ask him to come into our lives, family, country, 

and world.  A simple invitation, a couple of steps, is the beginning to receive his love and mercy in us.  Jesus does not reject or shy 

away from any invitation we send him.  He is attentive, but we must take the initiative to talk to him to express our concerns and suf-

ferings.  This is precisely what we do when we pray.

This passage does not end in one miracle; many of the sick went to see him, and he also healed them.  Jesus, who healed so many peo-

ple one  evening at Capernaum, is ready to cure you also at every Mass.  The most significant time to heal is when you receive Jesus in 

Holy Communion.  During those precious minutes when you and Jesus are united, ask him in faith, especially for the healing you need, 

and adoreand praise him for all he has done for you.

Are you ready to see the glory of God in the next celebration of the Eucharist in which you are participating?

     RECOGNIZING THE HEALER 

To come to know God—the true God—means to receive hope.  The example of a saint of our time can help us understand 
what it means.  At the age of nine, Josephine Bakhita was kidnapped by slave-traders, beaten till she bled, and sold five times in 
the slave-markets of Sudan.  Eventually, she found herself working as a slave for the mother and the wife of a general, and there 
she was flogged every day till she bled….  Finally, in 1882, she was bought by an Italian merchant for the Italian consul Calisto 
Legnani, who returned to Italy....   Here, after the terrifying masters who had owned her up to that point, Bakhita came to know 
a totally different kind of “master”—in Venetian dialect, which she was now learning, she used the name paron for the living God, 
the God of Jesus Christ.  Up to that time, she had known only masters who despised and maltreated her or at best considered 
her a useful slave.  Now, however, she heard that there is a paron above all masters, the Lord of all lords and that this Lord is 
good, goodness in person.  She came to know that this Lord even knew her, that he had created her—that he actually loved her.  
She too was loved, and by none other than the supreme Paron, before whom all other masters are themselves no more than 
lowly servants.  She was known and loved, and she was awaited.  What is more, this master had himself accepted the destiny of 
being flogged, and now he was waiting for her at the Father’s right hand.  Now she had hope— no longer simply the modest 
hope of finding masters who would be less cruel, but the great hope:  “I am definitively loved and whatever happens to me—I am 
awaited by this Love.  And so my life is good.”  Through the knowledge of this hope, she was redeemed, no longer a slave but a 
free child of God.  She understood what Paul meant when he reminded the Ephesians that previously they were without hope 
and without God in the world—without hope because without God…. 
On December 8, 1896, she took her vows in the Congregation of the Canossian Sisters, and from that time onwards...she made 
several journeys around Italy in order to promote the missions:  the liberation that she had received through her encounter with 
the God of Jesus Christ, she felt she had to extend, it had to be handed on to others, to the greatest possible number of people.  
The hope born in her she could not keep to herself; this hope had to reach many, to reach everybody.

 ¿QUÉ HAY DE NUEVO EN LA EDUCACIÓN RELIGIOSA? 

En la época de Jesús, era poco común encontrar un médico para sanar. A veces, lo único que la gente podía 

hacer por una persona enferma era ser buena compañía y ofrecerle algunas medicinas caseras mientras esperaba 
hasta que se recuperara o muriera. No tenían demasiadas opciones. La esperanza de vida media fue de cuarenta 

años. Muchas de estas aflicciones se atribuyeron a su vida espiritual o los pecados de sus antepasados. Los 
discípulos le preguntaron: "Señor, ¿quién pecó, sus padres o este hombre que nació ciego?" (Juan 9: 2).  

 
Jesús respondió: "Ni este hombre ni sus padres pecaron, pero esto sucedió para que veas la gloria de            

Dios" (Juan 9, 3). El evangelio de hoy nos habla de la suegra de Pedro (Marcos 1: 29-39), que estaba enferma y 
no podía hacer nada más que estar en la cama. Visitar Cafarnaum hace algunos años con un grupo de nuestra 

parroquia fue una experiencia agradable. La sinagoga estaba a poca distancia de la casa de Pedro, que estaba 
justo afuera de la sinagoga. Después de la oración del sábado, Jesús necesitaba recibir la invitación para entrar en 

la casa de Pedro para realizar el milagro. Aquellos que invocan a Jesús en sus vidas y abren sus vidas a la fe 
pueden ver la gloria de Dios. Es importante para nosotros pedirle que venga a nuestras vidas, familia, país y 

mundo. Una simple invitación, un par de pasos, es el comienzo para recibir su amor y misericordia en nosotros. Jesús no rechaza 
ni rehuye ninguna invitación que le enviemos. Está atento, pero debemos tomar la iniciativa de hablar con él para expresar                 

nuestras preocupaciones y sufrimientos. Esto es precisamente lo que hacemos cuando oramos.  
 
Este pasaje no termina en un milagro; muchos de los enfermos fueron a verlo y él también los curó. Jesús, que curó a tantas           

personas una noche en Cafarnaum, está listo para curarte también en cada Misa. El momento más significativo para sanar es   
cuando recibes a Jesús en la Sagrada Comunión. Durante esos preciosos minutos en los que tú y Jesús están unidos, pregúntale 

con fe, especialmente por la curación que necesitas, y adóralo y alábalo por todo lo que ha hecho por ti.
