uilw To believe in the Gospel is to take the word of Jesus and make it part of our life. "For the word of God is alive and
powerful. It is sharper than the sharpest two-edged sword, cutting between soul and spirit, joints and marrow. It exposes our innermost
thoughts and desires. Nothing in all creation is hidden from God" (Hebrews 4:12-14). His word becomes for us light for our path, con-
stant inspiration in moments of doubt or difficulty. The word of God touches all our being and comes to us but never returns to him void.
Let us begin this beautiful journey of turning our lives to God by having a strong desire and powerful resolution to invite Jesus to our
lives, to make him a good companion in our road of Lent. Because the only way to die in Christ is to ask him for a new life and to
find an answer inside of us: What must | change to resurrect with him on Easter?

The approved "Penance for Your Thoughts Project" and timed from Ash Wednesday through
the succeeding five Sundays of Lent this year saw the light of day a few days ago when the three
initial video presentations were posted on social media, such as YouTube and on Facebook ac-
counts. Great thanks and appreciation to Lily Muniz, Operations and Administration.

Many who had watched these videotapes were pleased with the presentations in general, par-
ticularly with our Faith Formation children who have actively assumed their respective singing and Scripture reading roles in the
said project, which in the viewers' words have been rarely seen.

Our catechetical program has always focused on the catechists and the parents as our principal partners for
the children's journey in faith under their care. Indeed, with their help, we see that our kids are slowly demon-
strating their abilities to be spreading the faith themselves, so to speak to their peers, members of their fami-
lies, and in this particular case, to everyone watching them proclaim the Word of the Lord. Thanks to the
adults who are enabling these children to be mission-minded as God expects them to be.

Aware that children are always enthusiastic about showing off new things they have learned, we see that

‘ they get actively involved in "evangelization" in many different ways. For instance, during the pre-pandemic, our
children were asked to invite their friends to come to Mass on Sundays; they were involved in a skit for First Reconciliation enti-
tled "The Lost Sheep" as actors or as crew members; and many of them have been taught to sing some adoration hymns, to read
the Bible, and currently to be lectors, and to render opening songs for the Sundays of Lent as part of the video production cur-
rently released on social media.

Our catechists and parents are frequently reminded to make the children see Jesus as mission-minded, and they as well, in their
own right. Children love to hear stories, to read the Gospels with the concepts explained to them in words they can understand.
When they learn how much Jesus loves them, almost always they share the good news to others. They will make good as young
"missionaries," not only making up almost one-third of the world's population but also many of them live with, if not surrounded
by, people who know little about Jesus. The challenge is great, but St. Ann's Office of Religious Education/Catechetical Ministry is,
as usual, ever ready to embrace the challenge.
