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JESUS CHRIST, TRUE GOD AND TRUE MAN

Do you remember the passage of the Gospel in which Mary and Joseph lost Jesus in Jerusalem? Yes! It caused them
tremendous suffering. This scene is the most human; it occurs in the lives of many families when their children are
lost, causing anxiety and distress. Mary and Joseph found Jesus in the Temple of Jerusalem after three days. He was in
"temple courts, sitting among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions” (Lk 2:46), and then, "his moth-
er said to him, Son, why have you treated us like this? Your father and | have been anxious searching for

you" (Lk 2:48). His answer was powerful for a |2-year-old boy. "Why were you searching for me? Didn't you know |
had to be in my Father's house?" (Lk 2:49).

Well, the same Jesus returned to the temple at the age of 30 when he entered public life. On this third Sunday of
Lent, the scene shows us the Son of God entering the temple but with the concern that he found people making a big market with the
animals used for sacrifice in the temple. Jesus noticed that people were not bringing the best from their flocks. Instead, they were ac-
complishing what was prescribed in the law, but their hearts were not prepared for the sacrifice. When they went on a pilgrimage to
celebrate the Passover in Jerusalem, the tradition was that each family was prepared for months before and selected the best lamb with-
out defects, the best of the flock. But what people started to do was come to the temple and get a lamb for the sacrifice, but not the
best of their farms. The other problem was that some people who brought their own animals for the sacrifice needed to pass an inspec-
tion by the officials of the temple. When they disapproved of their animals, they were forced to buy new animals for exorbitant prices.
Obviously, there was a lot of injustice and oppression of the poor. The sacrifice in the temple and the prayer became less meaningful and
not the main or core reason for worshiping in the temple.

Once he arrived at the temple, instead of seeing Jesus ready to pray to his Father or offer the sacrifice according to the tradition, we can
see Jesus full of rage. We can contemplate Jesus truly as God and even as a man. His outrage was for the injustice and because the tem-
ple had become the place where greed and corruption were everywhere.

Let us continue our journey of Lent, offering to the Lord the best sacrifice from our hearts, knowing that Jesus will receive it, especially
when we have placed all our love and endeavor to give honor and glory to him.

DAYLIGHT SAVINGS TIME

Daylight Savings Time begins at 2:00 AM on
Sunday, March 14, 2021. Don’t forget to turn
your clock forward one hour.

The law of fasting refers to "those who have attained their
majority," which may differ from culture to culture and coun-
try to country. In the United States, the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops (USCCB) has declared that "the age of
fasting is from the completion of the eighteenth year to the
beginning of the sixtieth."

The USCCB also allows the substitution of some other form
of penance for abstinence on all Fridays of the year, except for
the Fridays of Lent. The rules for fasting and abstinence in the
United States are:

*Every person 14 years of age or older must abstain from
meat (and items made with meat) on Ash Wednesday, Good
Friday, and every Friday of Lent.

*Every person between the ages of 18 and 59 (your 18th
birthday completes your 18th year, and your 59th birthday
begins your 60th year) must fast on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday. Fasting consists of one full meal per day, with
two smaller meals that do not add up to a full meal and no
snacks.

*Every person 14 years of age or older must abstain from
meat on all other Fridays of the year unless he or she substi-

tutes some other form of penance for abstinence.
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WHAT’S UP IN RELIGIOUS EDUCATION?

In today’s issue of the Sunday bulletin, the Office of Religious Edu-

cation focuses on an important aspect of its areas of responsibility,
namely a preparation program called Rites of Christian Initiation set
up by the Church to bring a certain group of people into the Catholic

| faith. Ms. Tammy Higgins, a long-time RCIA Coordinator, uses a s !
variety of methodologies and resources that include prayer, study, and Rite of Christicny hifiction for
. discussion, all designed to bring one to the point of asking for the

. Sacraments of Initiation. Ms. Higgins explains the different aspects of

¥ the RCIA program as follows:

The RCIA Rite of Election marks a key moment for the catechumens. This Rite signifies that they have been
called by Christ and attests to the reality that only those mystically claimed by Christ will enter Heaven. St. John writes, “If anyone’s
name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire” (Rev 20:15). It is appropriate for the Bishop to rec-
ognize them because he is the sign of unity of the Church, and it is the parish community’s responsibility to bring those in RCIA into the
fullness of the life of the Church. The godparents give public testimony about the catechumens. The godparents’ role is very significant:
they represent the community and are asked during this Rite to make serious statements about the catechumens. The decision of an
RCIA participant to go through this Rite means that the judgment and decision-making (of both the catechumen and the parish) about
whether to enter the Catholic Church has ended. From this point forward, they are no longer catechumens but are called the “Elect.”

In the RCIA process, the Church calls the time immediately preceding initiation the period of “Purification and Enlightenment.” That
is what Lent is meant to be for all of us, who are already receiving the graces poured out through the sacraments of the Church. The
Church calls us to reflect on our own baptismal graces through prayer, penance, and almsgiving. We are also called to pray for those who
are approaching the Easter Sacraments of Initiation. Moreover, we are called to examine our lives through increased prayer and peniten-
tial practice; identify sins that keep us from becoming holy; purify ourselves through the sacrament of Reconciliation; and express our
gratitude to God through the love of the poor by giving from our material and spiritual bounty. Throughout Lent, we enter into the Pas-
sion of Jesus Christ. We turn our hearts and minds in prayer to our own Way of the Cross, and we call our own wounds by name and
give them to the Divine Healer. When we behold the empty tomb at Easter, we can be filled with joy, believing with complete certainty
that those chains that bind us have been broken and that life, not death, is our birthright.

To assist the Elect and the parish in entering a deeper conversion, the Rites of the Scrutiny are presented. These Rites are celebrated to
help deliver the Elects from the power of sin and Satan, to protect them against temptation, and to give them strength in Christ, who is
the Way, the Truth, and the Life (RCIA 141). The Rites of Scrutiny are meant to uncover, and then heal, all that is weak, defective, or
sinful in the Elects” hearts and bring out through repentance all that is upright, strong, and good. Three Scrutinies are celebrated in the
parish community on the 3rd, 4th, and 5th Sundays of Lent after the homily. The Scripture readings for the Scrutinies ordinarily come
from Cycle A of the Lectionary: the Gospel story of the Samaritan woman at the well for the 1st Scrutiny; the Gospel story of the heal-
ing of the man born blind for the 2nd Scrutiny; and the Gospel story of the raising of Lazarus for the 3rd Scrutiny. The celebrations of
the Scrutinies also remind the whole parish community of the need to reflect on their own sins and the need for God’s help. Those cele-
brating in community at the 10:00 AM and Noon Masses will be experiencing those Scrutinies with our Elects and candidates.

¢ QUE HAY DE NUEVO EN LA EDUCACION RELIGIOSA?

En la edicion de hoy del boletin dominical, la Oficina de Educacién Religiosa se centra en un aspecto importante de sus areas de responsabi-
lidad, a saber, un programa de preparacion llamado Ritos de Iniciacion Cristiana creado por la Iglesia para traer a un cierto grupo de perso-
nas a la fe catdlica. La Sra. Tammy Higgins, coordinadora de RCIA desde hace mucho tiempo, utiliza una variedad de metodologias y recursos
que incluyen la oraciodn, el estudio y la discusion, todo disefiado para llevar a uno al punto de pedir los sacramentos de la iniciacion. Aqui
sigue a la Sra. Higgins sobre de qué se trata RCIA:

El Rito de Eleccidon de RICA marca un momento clave para los catecimenos; este rito significa que han sido llamados por Cristo y da fe de la
realidad de que sélo aquellos que Cristo afirma misticamente entraran en el cielo. San Juan escribe: "Si el nombre de alguien no se hallé
escrito en el libro de la vida, fue arrojado al lago de fuego" (Apocalipsis 20:15). Es apropiado que el obispo los reconozca porque él es el
signo de la unidad de la Iglesia en particular, y es responsabilidad de la comunidad parroquial llevar a los de RICA a la plenitud de la vida de
la Iglesia. Los padrinos dan testimonio publico sobre los catecimenos. El papel de los padrinos es muy significativo; representan a la comuni-
dad y durante este Rito se les pide que hagan declaraciones serias sobre los catecimenos. La decisidon de un participante de RICA de pasar
por este Rito significa que el juicio y la toma de decisiones (tanto del catecimeno como de la parroquia) sobre si ingresar a la Iglesia Catdlica
ha terminado. A partir de este momento, ya no son catecimenos sino que se les llama los “elegidos”.

La Iglesia, en el proceso de RICA, llama a este tiempo inmediato inmediatamente anterior a la iniciacion el periodo de “Purificacion e llumi-
nacion” para aquellos en el proceso de RICA. Eso es lo que la Cuaresma debe ser para todos nosotros, que ya estamos recibiendo las gracias
derramadas a través de los sacramentos de la Iglesia. La Iglesia nos Ilama a reflexionar sobre nuestras propias gracias bautismales, a través
de la oracién, la penitencia y la limosna. También estamos llamados a rezar por quienes se acercan a los sacramentos pascuales de inicia-
cién. Estamos llamados a examinar nuestras vidas a través de una mayor oracion y practica penitencial; identificar los pecados que nos impi-
den llegar a ser santos; purificarnos mediante el sacramento de la Reconciliacion; y expresar nuestra gratitud a Dios a través del amor a los
pobres dando de nuestra generosidad material y espiritual. Durante la Cuaresma entramos en la Pasidn de Jesucristo. Dirigimos nuestro
corazdn y nuestra mente en oracidn a nuestro propio Via Crucis, llamamos a nuestras propias heridas por su nombre y se las damos al Di-
vino Sanador. Cuando contemplamos la tumba vacia en Pascua, podemos llenarnos de alegria, creyendo con total certeza que esas cadenas
que nos atan se han roto, y que la vida, no la muerte, es nuestro derecho de nacimiento.

Para ayudar a los elegidos y a la parroquia a entrar en una conversién mas profunda, se presentan los Ritos del escrutinio. Estos ritos se ce-
lebran para ayudar a liberar a los elegidos del poder del pecado y Satands, para protegerlos contra la tentacion y para darles fuerza en Cris-
to, quien es el Camino, la Verdad y la Vida (RICA 141). Los ritos de escrutinio estan destinados a descubrir, y luego sanar, todo lo que es dé-
bil, defectuoso o pecaminoso en el corazén de los elegidos y sacar a la luz mediante el arrepentimiento todo lo que es recto, fuerte y bueno.
Se celebran tres escrutinios en la comunidad parroquial los domingos 3, 4 y 5 de Cuaresma, después de la homilia. Las lecturas de las Escri-
turas para los Escrutinios normalmente provienen del Ciclo A del Leccionario: la historia del Evangelio de la mujer samaritana en el pozo
para el primer escrutinio, la historia del Evangelio de la curacion del hombre que nacio ciego para el segundo escrutinio y la historia del
Evangelio de la resurreccion de Lazaro para el 3er escrutinio. Las celebraciones de los Escrutinios también recuerdan a toda la comunidad
parroquial la necesidad de reflexionar sobre sus propios pecados y la necesidad de la ayuda de Dios. Aquellos que celebran en comunidad
en las misas de las 10 a.m. y del mediodia experimentaran esos escrutinios con nuestros elegidos y candidatos.
