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MOTHER’S DAY ROSARY

THE  LOVE  BETWEEN  THE  FATHER  AND  THE  SON
As we continue our journey from Jesus' Resurrection to his Ascension, let us make a profound meditation on the 

words that the Gospel for this Sunday has for us (John 15:9-17).  It is very interesting that, during this Easter celebra-

tion, the Mother Catholic Church presents the scene of Jesus' conversation with the apostles at the Last Supper.  

We can see the power of the words of Jesus in which he is making a summary of his entire preaching: "To love one 

another and to remain in him."  His words were for his apostles, which gave them strength, but today his words are 

a key to open our lives to an authentic way of life.  Today we heard Jesus begin, "As the Father loves me, so I also 

love you" (John 15:9).  The Father loves Jesus in the same way Jesus loves us.  "As the Father loves me, so I also love 

you."  But how much does the Father love Jesus?  In the Gospels, we can read that his voice came from heaven on 

many occasions and declared that he is his beloved Son.

When Jesus was baptized, the heavens opened, and the Spirit descended upon Jesus, and the Father spoke, "This is my beloved 

Son, with whom I am well pleased" (Matt 3:17).  When Jesus was transfigured on the mountain and shone brilliantly white, once

again, the Father spoke and said, "This is my beloved Son with whom I am well pleased; listen to him" (Matt 17:5).  When love

flourishes in our hearts, we express our feelings with words, and we publicly manifest our love for someone.  In the relationship 

between the Father and Jesus, the word has always been the way of publicly expressing how much he loves his Son.  

But in this love between the Father and Son, we are completely included because the Father did not hesitate to give his "beloved

Son," and his Son was obedient to death for our health and redemption.  "As the Father loves me, so I also love you."  Then Jesus 

says, "Remain in my love" (John 15:9).  Jesus invites us into this relationship of love between the Father and Jesus himself.

How do we remain in the love of Jesus?  ­­­­­­­­When we accept his words and his words become alive in our daily life, we can

spontaneously see how the love of God yields fruits of salvation in us, especially when we love our neighbor.  To remain in him is 

to live in the joy of his love and share the same love with others.  

Let's love more and talk less!  Happy Sunday!

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Our first communicants are getting ready for their big day on May 22, ready to witness and 
experience the real presence of Jesus.  While catechists continue to reinforce their yearning to 
know more about our Lord, they also, together with the parents, are preparing them on the 
logistics of the day: dress code, active participation in the Mass, how to proceed for commun-
ion, and to learn their song for the day.  Parents were told not to take pictures during the event 
as an official photographer will take care of it.  Everyone is asked to come at 9:00 AM to give 
a little time for practice and last-minute instructions.  Our confirmandi, on the other hand, will 
continue deepening their faith under the guidance of their catechists.   
  
The Office is still in pandemic mode, so the number of students is limited.  For now, candi-
dates for pre-confirmation and confirmation are still open.  Those interested must bring their 

certificate of Holy Communion when they come to fill out the registration forms.  
  
There have been announcements in various times reminding parents of the logistics and requirements for First Communion:  at 
class time by catechists and myself in some zoom classes, in the bulletin article, as well as e-mails and texts to parents.  This is 
a repeat of previous announcements.  Communion dresses must be preferably white and decent in style.  Boys are to wear 
dark-colored pants (Not jeans) and preferably a light-colored shirt.  
 
Final call for those who missed their First Reconciliation:  Make sure to call the parochial Office to ask for an appointment. 
There is no need for the godparent or sponsor (if they have one) to come; however, if they do, they cannot be seated with the 
child. 
  
A $5 photographer fee for each child will be collected in the narthex as they enter the church on their big day.  Individual pho-
tographers are not allowed.  Individual picture-taking will be outside of the church.  No one is allowed to stay in the narthex 
before and after the Mass.

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SAINT  OF  THE  WEEK:   ST.   PIUS   V

Born among poor shepherds in 1504, Antonio Ghislieri entered the Dominican Order at 

fourteen.  Known for his deep prayer, fasting, and love for the truth, he was named a 

bishop in 1556 and became pope in 1565, two years after the conclusion of the Council 

of Trent.  As Pius V, he worked to implement the Tridentine reforms:  he reduced the 

papal court, instituted seminary formation, and carefully avoided nepotism.  He also 

promulgated the first Roman Catechism and formalized the mysteries of the rosary.  He 

is also celebrated for having organized European monarchs to defend Christendom 

against the Ottoman Empire, culminating in the victory at the Battle of Lepanto in 1571, 

which he credited to the rosary. Magnificat:  April 2021

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SE  NECESITA  PARREJAS  MENTORAS  

Mientras continuamos nuestro camino desde la Resurrección de Jesús hasta su Ascensión, hagamos 
una profunda meditación sobre las palabras que el Evangelio de este domingo tiene para nosotros 
(Juan 15: 9-17). Es muy interesante que, durante esta celebración pascual, la Madre Iglesia Católica 
presenta el escenario de la conversación de Jesús con los apóstoles en la Última Cena. 

Podemos ver el poder de las palabras de Jesús en las que hace un resumen de toda su predicación: 
"Amarnos los unos a los otros y permanecer en él". Sus palabras fueron para sus apóstoles, lo que les 
dio fuerza, pero hoy sus palabras son una clave para abrir nuestra vida a un estilo de vida auténtico. 
Hoy escuchamos a Jesús comenzar: "Como el Padre me ama, así también yo te amo a ti" (Juan 15: 9). 
El Padre ama a Jesús de la misma manera que Jesús nos ama a nosotros. "Como el Padre me ama, 

así también yo los amo a ustedes". Pero, ¿cuánto ama el Padre a Jesús? En los Evangelios podemos leer que su 
voz vino del cielo en muchas ocasiones y declaró que él es su Hijo amado. 

Cuando Jesús fue bautizado, los cielos se abrieron y el Espíritu descendió sobre Jesús, y el Padre dijo: "Este es mi 
Hijo amado, en quien tengo complacencia" (Mateo 3:17). Cuando Jesús se transfiguró en la montaña y resplandeció 
de un blanco brillante, una vez más, el Padre habló y dijo: "Este es mi Hijo amado en quien tengo complacencia; 
ascúchenlo" (Mateo 17: 5). Cuando el amor florece en nuestros corazones, expresamos nuestros sentimientos con 
palabras y manifestamos públicamente nuestro amor por alguien. En la relación entre el Padre y Jesús, la palabra 
siempre ha sido la forma de expresar públicamente cuánto ama a su Hijo. 

Pero en este amor entre el Padre y el Hijo, estamos completamente incluidos porque el Padre no dudó en dar a su 
"Hijo amado", y su Hijo fue obediente hasta la muerte por nuestra salud y redención. "Como el Padre me ama, así 
también yo los amo a ustedes". Entonces Jesús dice: "Permanece en mi amor" (Juan 15: 9). Jesús nos invita a esta 
relación de amor entre el Padre y El. 

¿Cómo permanecemos en el amor de Jesús? Cuando aceptamos sus palabras y sus palabras cobran vida en nues-

SANTO  DE  LA  SEMANA:   ST.  PIUS  V 

Nacido entre pastores pobres en 1504, Antonio Ghislieri ingresó a la Orden de los 
Dominicos a los catorce años. Conocido por su profunda oración, ayuno y amor por 
la verdad, fue nombrado obispo en 1556 y se convirtió en Papa en 1565, dos años 
después de la conclusión del Concilio de Trento. Como Pío V, trabajó para imple-
mentar las reformas tridentinas: redujo la corte papal, instituyó la formación del semi-
nario y evitó cuidadosamente el nepotismo. También promulgó el primer Catecismo 
Romano y formalizó los misterios del rosario. También es célebre por haber organi-
zado a los monarcas europeos para defender a la cristiandad contra el Imperio Oto-
mano, culminando con la victoria en la Batalla de Lepanto en 1571, que atribuyó al 
rosario.
