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BLESSED IS HE WHO COMES IN THE NAME OF THE LORD

Today, the Church celebrates Palm Sunday, Jesus Christ’s triumphant entry into Jerusalem. On this special
occasion, we start the “major week” of the year, Holy Week. People in Jerusalem received Jesus as their king
and welcomed Him into the Holy City. Today, we welcome Jesus into our lives, and we come with palms to
proclaim Him the Lord of our lives.

R
by With his suffering, he takes our miseries and our difficulties; with his death, he takes all our defects and blames

with him. With his resurrection, we are raised to a new life in this present time, and we participate in eternal
life through his resurrection.

Palm Sunday is also the day we remember and relive the events that have led us to redemption and salvation.

The celebration of the “Pass Over” is one of the most important traditions of the Jewish people. In the days of Jesus, about 25,000
lambs were sacrificed during that feast. Typically, it was work reserved for the High Priest and started with the procession to the
temple. According to tradition, this occurred four days before the main celebration.

For us, Jesus is the Lamb of God who was sacrificed on the altar of the cross. Like a slain lamb, he was offered as a sacrifice to the
Father. He took all our frailties and sins with him giving us freedom and recovering our condition as children of God.

Jesus was greeted in Jerusalem by two-and-a-half million people. Many participants in the Pass Over festivity rode a donkey two
miles from the Mount of Olives to Jerusalem. The prophecies of Zephaniah and Zechariah were accomplished that day: “Rejoice
heart and soul, daughter of Zion...see now your King comes to you; he is victorious, triumphant, humble, and riding on a
donkey...”(Zeph 3:16-19 / Zech 9:9).

The traditional “Palm Sunday Procession,” as we have now in our liturgy, started in Jerusalem in the fourth century AD when the
Bishop of Jerusalem led the procession from the Mount of Olives to the Church of the Ascension.

Today, here in our Parish, let us welcome Jesus as our King and Lord with palms, but most importantly, our hearts open to invite
him to dwell in us forever.

A Few Reminders:
For children receiving First Communion on Saturday, May 21, there will be a Rehearsal on Wednesday, May 18, at 6:00 PM in the Church. It
should last no more than two hours.

For parents who had missed the Parents Meeting, please e-mail me so that | can send you a copy of the informational letter provided to those
who attended the meeting. The information is very important. If you do not have an e-mail address, please stop by the Religious Education
Office when you drop off or pick up your child during the time of your child's class. Please remember, there is no class the day before Easter.

For parents of children who missed First Reconciliation, you must call the Church Office to make an appointment for your child's First
Reconciliation with Fr. Alfonso. It must be done prior to May 21. Since we must assure your child has received the Sacrament prior to
May 21, what | have just described is the only acceptable source for receiving the Sacrament for the first time. After this first time, your child
may go to Confession at any Roman Catholic Church with any Roman Catholic Priest.

For parents who, for some reason, already know their child will miss receiving their First Communion on May 21, you may plan for your child
to receive the Sacrament at any other scheduled Mass after May 21 at St. Ann's only.

However, | need to know the day you plan on doing so. You must come into the office to present this information.
You will be given a document that you must return to the office after the Sacrament is received as proof of your
child having received the Sacrament. At that point, the information will be recorded in the Official Sacrament

Registry.

While this will be a happy day when your child receives the Sacrament of Holy Communion for the first time, please
remember, while you may take photos of your child, there will be no official photographer on any other day except
May 21. Your child will receive their certificate sometime after they actually receive the Sacrament and not before. = L

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HOLY THURSDAY: WE CELEBRATE THE INSTITUTION OF PRIESTHOOD

' The priesthood of Christ and his apostles and their successors and assistants, who share in Christ’s
priesthood, is the answer to the imperfection in the Levitical priesthood of the Old Covenant. Initially,
before the Levitical priesthood, the firstborn son functioned as the priest in the family. The Book of
.+ | Exodus reports that, at Sinai, God limited the priesthood to the descendants of Aaron in the tribe of Levi,

| although that is generally understood to be the theological understanding of the time when the writing of
8| the Torah was completed. As the centuries passed, discontent with the priesthood grew, very evident in
the prophetic texts and in both biblical and extra-biblical texts hoping for a renewed priesthood. Those
hopes for a transformed priesthood were fulfilled in Christ, the high priest of the New Testament. The
Old Covenant high priest, priest, and Levite are transfigured in the priesthood of Christ, who is the high
priest of the New Covenant, and also anticipate typologically the New Covenant ministers (bishops,
priests, and deacons).

John 17:17-19 gives us what we might describe as the theology of ordination, as Jesus consecrates the apostles in 17:17 (consecration in
Christ the truth), sends them on a mission in 17:18, and in 17:19, declares their consecration springs from his own consecration to the
Father. Jesus commanding the apostles to “do this in memory of me” during the Last Supper (Luke 22:19) is the Synoptic account of
the apostles receiving their priesthood from Jesus. In John 20, Jesus gives his apostles the power to forgive sins after bestowing the
Holy Spirit upon them. During Jesus’ last appearance, risen from the dead, he commissioned the apostles to minister in his name to the
entire world. The Twelve were reconstituted again before the revelation of the Church to the world at Pentecost. Following
Pentecost, they continued Jesus’ ministry: what Jesus began to do during his earthly ministry, he continues to do through the apostles
after Pentecost.

The responsibility of all faithful is to pray for all priests, especially those who have impacted their personal lives. On Holy Thursday, we
celebrate the institution of the priesthood, and it is a perfect day to remember the priest who baptized you, or who administered your
First Communion, Confirmation, or even who the witness was to your wedding. Keep in your prayers all priests, the ones who are
your friends and your Pastor. With your prayer, you are helping your priest’s vocation to stay faithful to the ministry and leading their
congregations to the Lord, and at the same time, you support them to continue in their search for holiness.

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PASCHAL TRIDUUM

; The conclusion of Holy Week ends with the “Liturgy of all Liturgies,” commonly known as
1 the “Sacred Triduum.” This liturgical event is so important that it spans three days!

It is a beautiful liturgy meant to draw us closer to the great Paschal mystery of Christ’s
Passion, death, and resurrection.

A Holy Thursday

In the evening, entering the Easter Triduum, the Christian community relives what happened
at the Last Supper in the Mass of the Lord’s Supper. In the Upper Room, the Redeemer
| wanted to anticipate the sacrifice of his life in the Sacrament of the bread and wine changed
into his Body and Blood: he anticipated his death, freely gave his life, and offered the
definitive gift of himself to humanity. With the washing of the feet, the gesture with which,
having loved his own, he loved them to the end is repeated (cf. Jn 13:1), and he bequeathed this act of humility to his disciples as their
“badge”: love unto death. After the Mass of the Lord’s Supper, the liturgy invites the faithful to pause in adoration before the Blessed
Sacrament, reliving Jesus’ agony in Gethsemane. And we see that the disciples fell asleep, leaving their Lord on his own.

Good Friday

Good Friday, which commemorates the events between Christ’s condemnation to death and his Crucifixion, is a day of penance, fasting,
and prayer, of participation in the Lord’s Passion. At the prescribed hour, the Christian Assembly, with the help of the Word of God
and liturgical actions, renews the history of human infidelity to the divine plan, which was nonetheless brought about precisely in this
way; and it listens once again to the moving narrative of the Lord’s sorrowful Passion. The Assembly then addresses to the Heavenly
Father a long “prayer of the faithful,” which embraces all the needs of the Church and the world. Subsequently, the community adores
the Cross and receives the Eucharist, consuming the sacred species reserved from the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on the previous day.
In commenting on Good Friday, St. John Chrysostom observes: “First, the Cross stood for contempt, but today it is something
venerable; before it was the symbol of condemnation, today it is the hope of salvation. It has truly become a source of infinite good; it
has freed us from error, it has dispelled our shadows, it has reconciled us with God, it has transformed us from being enemies of God
to being members of his family, from being strangers to being his neighbors: this Cross is the destruction of enmity, the source of peace,
the casket of our treasure” (cf. De Cruce et Latrone |, |, 4).

Easter Vigil

Holy Saturday is when the liturgy is hushed, the day of great silence, and Christians are invited to preserve interior recollection, often
difficult to encourage in our day, to be better prepared for the Easter Vigil. Finally, during the Easter Vigil, the veil of sorrow that
shrouds the Church because of the death of the Lord will be torn by the victorious cry: Christ is risen and has defeated death forever!
We will then truly be able to understand the mystery of the Cross, “since God also creates wonders even in the impossible,” an ancient
writer says, “so that we may know that he alone can do what he wills. From his death comes our life, from his wounds our healing,
from his fall our resurrection, from his descent our uplifting” (Anonymous, Quartodecimano).

Como un cordero inmolado, fue ofrecido
como sacrificio al Padre. Se llevo consigo todas nuestras fragilidades y pecados diandonos la libertad y recuperando nuestra
condicién de hijos de Dios.

Jesus fue recibido en Jerusalén por dos millones y medio de personas. Muchos participantes en la festividad de Pascua montaron en
burro dos millas desde el Monte de los Olivos hasta Jerusalén. Las profecias de Sofonias y Zacarias se cumplieron ese dia: “Alégrate

de corazon y de alma, hija de Sion... ahora tu Rey viene a ti; es victorioso, triunfante, humilde, y cabalga sobre un asno...” (Sof
3:16-19 / Zac 9:9).

La tradicional “Procesion del Domingo de Ramos”, como la tenemos ahora en nuestra liturgia, comenzoé en Jerusalén en el siglo IV
d. C. cuando el obispo de Jerusalén encabezé la procesion desde el Monte de los Olivos hasta la Iglesia de la Ascension.

Hoy, aqui en nuestra Parroquia, recibamos a Jesis como nuestro Rey y Senor con las palmas, pero lo mas importante, nuestros
corazones abiertos para invitarlo a habitar en nosotros para siempre.

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JUEVES SANTO CELEBRAMOS LA INSTITUCION DEL SACERDOCIO

_i_l El sacerdocio de Cristo, de sus apostoles y sus sucesores y asistentes, que participan del sacerdocio de
Cristo, es la respuesta a la imperfeccion del sacerdocio levitico de la Antigua Alianza. Inicialmente, antes del
sacerdocio levitico, el hijo primogénito funcionaba como sacerdote en la familia. El Libro del Exodo informa
que, en el Sinai, Dios limitd el sacerdocio a los descendientes de Aardn en la tribu de Levi, aunque
generalmente se entiende que esa es la comprension teologica de la época en que se completo la redaccion
de la Tora. Con el paso de los siglos fue creciendo el descontento con el sacerdocio, muy evidente en los
textos proféticos y en los textos biblicos y extrabiblicos que esperan un sacerdocio renovado. Esas
esperanzas de un sacerdocio transformado se cumplieron en Cristo, el sumo sacerdote del Nuevo
Testamento. El sumo sacerdote, el sacerdote y el levita de la Antigua Alianza se transfiguran en el
sacerdocio de Cristo, que es el sumo sacerdote de la Nueva Alianza, y anticipan también tipolégicamente a los ministros de la
Nueva Alianza (obispo, presbiteros y diaconos).

Juan 17:17—-19 nos da lo que podriamos describir como la teologia de la ordenacion, ya que Jesus consagra a los apostoles en 17:17
(consagracion en Cristo la verdad), los envia en misién en 17:18 y en 17:19, declara que su consagracion brota de su propia
consagracion al Padre. Jestis mandando a los apostoles a “hacer esto en memoria mia” durante la Ultima Cena (Lucas 22:19) es el
relato sinoptico de los apostoles recibiendo su sacerdocio de Jesus. En Juan 20, Jesus les da a sus apostoles el poder de perdonar
los pecados después de conferirles el Espiritu Santo. Durante la uUltima aparicién de Jesus resucitado de entre los muertos,
comisiond a los apostoles para ministrar en su nombre a todo el mundo. Los Doce fueron reconstituidos antes de la revelacion de
la Iglesia al mundo en Pentecostés, y después de Pentecostés continuaron el ministerio de JesUs: lo que Jesis comenzé a hacer
durante su ministerio terrenal, lo continta haciendo a través de los apéstoles después de Pentecostés.

La responsabilidad de todos los fieles es orar por todos los sacerdotes, especialmente por aquellos que han tenido un impacto en
su vida personal. El Jueves Santo celebramos la institucion del sacerdocio y es un dia perfecto para recordar al sacerdote que te
bautizo, o que administré tu primera comunion, confirmacién o incluso que fue testigo de tu matrimonio. Tengan en sus oraciones
a todos los sacerdotes, los que son sus amigos y también a su Pastor. Con tu oracion estas ayudando a su vocacion sacerdotal a
permanecer en el ministerio fielmente y conducir a sus congregaciones al Sefior, al mismo tiempo ayudas a que continlien en su
busqueda de la santidad.
