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THE WAY TO MEET JESUS

On this Thirty-first Sunday in Ordinary time, we will hear the story of Jesus and a man who was curious to
see Jesus passing by a town named Jericho. We presume that he was trying to hide by climbing a
Sycamore tree. He will see Jesus and form an opinion about the one many wanted to hear or follow, but
no more than that. But who was this man? His name is Zacchaeus. We know his occupation—tax
collector; we have information about his height—short, and he was a wealthy man. He seems to have had
his life made and needs nothing.

But let’s look at what happened in Jesus’ time with tax collectors.

I. Being a tax collector classified one as a sinner. This is because the Jews saw the tax collectors as
outsiders, not just as outsiders, but worse, given that they joined their Roman Lords in oppressing the
country by increasing stipulated tax rates.

2. They were also held guilty of idolatry for allegiance to people of false gods and mingling and banding with them.

People were completely against the tax collectors because their wealth was the product of the oppression of their nationals.
They had accumulated their possessions by exploiting the needy.

His short stature impeded seeing Jesus and became the way to find Salvation. Zacchaeus did not know Jesus, but Jesus knew him
because the Lord knows all of us from our mother’s womb. What a surprise for Zacchaeus that the Lord found him and called
him by his name! He was astonished to understand this event of his life, not only that Jesus called him but that the Lord wanted to
stay at his home!

We can have obstacles and difficulties in finding Jesus in our lives, but the reality is that with minimum effort to find the Lord, he
comes to encounter us and wants to stay with us, bringing the joy of Salvation. Jesus is looking for us, calling us by our names,
making us feel that we are not just one more in the world but a man or a woman with a proper name who needs his love and
mercy.

Let’s overcome our personal obstacles and make our lives visible before the eyes of our Savior.

COMMEMORATION OF THE FAITHFUL DEPARTED

The Church has encouraged prayer for the dead from the earliest times as an act of
Christian charity. “If we had no care for the dead,” Augustine noted, “we would not
fll be in the habit of praying for them.” Yet pre-Christian rites for the deceased retained
such a strong hold on the superstitious imagination that a liturgical commemoration
was not observed until the early Middle Ages when monastic communities began to
mark an annual day of prayer for the departed members.

(8 In the middle of the | Ith century, St. Odilo, abbot of Cluny, France, decreed that all
Cluniac monasteries offer special prayers and sing the Office for the Dead on
November 2, the day after the feast of All Saints. The custom spread from Cluny and was finally adopted throughout
the Roman Church.

The theological underpinning of the feast is the acknowledgment of human frailty. Since few people achieve perfection
in this life but go to the grave still scarred with traces of sinfulness, some period of purification seems necessary before
a soul comes face-to-face with God. The Council of Trent affirmed this purgatory state and insisted that the prayers
of the living could speed the process of purification.

Superstition easily clung to the observance. Medieval popular belief held that the souls in purgatory could appear on
this day as witches, toads, or will-o’-the-wisps. Graveside food offerings supposedly eased the rest of the dead.

Observances of a more religious nature have survived. These include public processions or private visits to cemeteries
and decorating graves with flowers and lights. This feast is observed with great fervor in Mexico.

Reflection:

Whether or not one should pray for the dead is one of the great arguments which divide Christians. Appalled by the
abuse of indulgences in the Church of his day, Martin Luther rejected the concept of purgatory. Yet prayer for a loved
one is, for the believer, a way of erasing any distance, even death. In prayer, we stand in God’s presence in the
company of someone we love, even if that person has gone before us into death.

SOLEMNITY OF ALL SAINTS

The earliest specific observance of a feast in honor of all the saints is an early fourth-century
. | commemoration of “all the martyrs.” In the early seventh century, after successive waves of invaders
-4 plundered the catacombs, Pope Boniface IV gathered up some 28 wagon-loads of bones. He reinterred
o'l them beneath the Pantheon, a Roman temple dedicated to all the gods. The pope rededicated the shrine

Y as a Christian church. According to Venerable Bede, the pope intended “that the memory of all the saints
might be honored in the place which had formerly been dedicated to the worship not of gods but of
demons” (On the Calculation of Time).

But the rededication of the Pantheon occurred in May, like the earlier commemoration of all the martyrs.
Many Eastern Churches still honor all the saints in the spring, either during the Easter Season or

=l immediately after Pentecost.

How the Western Church came to celebrate this feast, now recognized as a solemnity, in November is a puzzle to historians.
The Anglo-Saxon theologian Alcuin observed the feast on November | in the year 800, as did his friend Arno, Bishop of Salzburg.
Rome finally adopted that date in the ninth century.

Reflection: This feast first honored martyrs. Later, when Christians were free to worship according to their consciences, the
Church acknowledged other paths to sanctity. In the early centuries, the only criterion was popular acclaim, even when the
bishop’s approval became the final step in placing a commemoration on the calendar. The first papal canonization occurred in
993; the lengthy process now required to prove extraordinary sanctity took form in the last 500 years. Today’s feast honors the
obscure and the famous—the saints each of us have known.

CELEBRACION DE LOS FIELES DIFUNTOS
