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THE HEALING THAT MAKES DISCIPLES

The Gospel for this Third Sunday in Ordinary Time brings us to the sea of Galilee, where Jesus

began his public life. Jesus invites four fishermen, who worked like many of the men in that terri-

tory, to follow him; they left everything they had behind. Peter and Andrew "abandoned their

" nets and followed him" (Mark 1:18); James and John "left their father Zebedee in the boat along

with the hired men and followed him" (Mark 1:20). All four gave up their livelihood of fishing, and

| James and John left their father with the hired men. What happened inside of them to make this

" drastic decision? Jesus, at that moment, although not well-known, gave them peace and healing of
their hearts. It meant that Jesus loved them, and a heart that feels love cannot resist answering in
the same way. Their lives were completely transformed by the mercy and compassion of Jesus.

Jesus comes today to encounter us in the way of our simple and ordinary life. He comes to mend

our broken hearts and invites us to follow him and experience his love. Many things no longer have any im-
portance anymore because he becomes the center of our lives.

In moments, it looked like those first disciples of the Lord lost all that they had. Their future was not clear for
them. For example, who would oversee their responsibilities or take care of their families? The reality is that
they gained all and were in the hands of the One that knows everything about our past, present, and future.
Jesus said, "l will make you fishers of men." Jesus used their own fishing language to help them see what they
would gain. Peter caught a great catch on the first day he preached, Pentecost. Three thousand were baptized
after listening to him (Acts 2:41). Later, in Acts, we read that people carried the sick out onto the street where
Peter's shadow might fall on them as he passed by (Acts 5:15). We do not read anywhere in the Gospels that
people did that for Jesus. Peter and the others did, indeed, become fishers of men. They gave up a prosperous
livelihood, but they gained so much more: EVERLASTING LIFE!

{l Thomas Aquinas was an Italian
Dominican friar, philosopher,
Catholic priest, and Doctor of
the Church.
