   Dan Patch (1896-1916) was America’s first 

sports hero remaining undefeated in a race as his 

record for the mile of 1:55 ¼ stood for 30 years.  

   His sire, Joe Patchen (1889-1917) was a 

Champion in his own right as he finished 1st or 2nd 

in over 90% of his starts and was the record 

holder on a half-mile track until Dan went in 

2:04h. His Kansas stud fee was $150 ($6,800 

nowadays) & he was known as “The Iron Horse”
