It’s so easy… 

   A couple of posts on Facebook this week 
brought back a few memories. He was a good 
dependable horse that raced well for most of his 
owners. Ohio sired and Ohio foaled Gregg B Easy 
who traversed the East Coast and then some as 
his owners always spoke fondly of him.  
    Just a nice racehorse, he wasn’t a world beater 
as he had a mark of but 2:03.4f taken way back in 
1976 and made a bit over $64,000 by 1981. 
($220,000 nowadays and THAT is a good poor 
man’s horse!) 
    He was by Easy Adios, a winner of $99,000, 
foaled in 1952 who stood at Walter Michaels’ 

Pickwick Farms in Bucyrus, Ohio in the 70s along 
with Baron Hanover, Bye Bye Andy, Tuxedo 
Hanover, Dudley Hanover, Quick Pick & Chris 
Time and was “a nice horse to work with” said 
Grand Circuit veteran and Bucyrus native Tom 
Heinle. “They all were. Easy was a stall walker 
though, but nothing major.” One of Easy’s most 
successful get was Easy Prom p1:57.2m, 
$200,971 ($1.6 million) while I got to rub his full 
brother who was in a $1,500 claimer at Saratoga. 
   Also in Saratoga were a husband & wife team I 
shall refer to as P & M. They were riding horse 
people, refined, not like us gritty and crass 
mountainfolk that Summered in Saratoga. They 
had several young horses and would look with 
disdain at us and our barn full of cheap old 
claimers. Even when leading driver and trainer 
Billy F. would take the group of 10 of us all out to 
breakfast every Sunday they would say “we think 
the future is in young horses.” It was. But halfway 
through the Summer when they claimed old 
Gregg B. Easy for five and fell in love with him as 
he won and won and won. They gushed. 
   They even ended up naming their kid after him.
