Jesus has called us to be his witnesses. Witnessing plays a key part in our contribution to the
Kingdom of God. A witnhess must first have a genuine encounter with Jesus Christ before he
can tell others about him. One can only testify about what he has seen and heard!

Jesus gave us authority in Matthew 28.18-20 to continue making disciples. Making disciples
starts with witnessing about Jesus so that others can decide if they want to follow him. Are
we being faithful as disciples to witness for Jesus Christ?
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
