The remote thermostat for the minisplit is located on the wall to the
left of the door.

House rules

e Please keep pets on a leash at all

Please close awnings, canopies and
umbrellas when unattended and do
not use if winds are strong.

Grand Canyon Highlights

We are only 45 minutes from the east entrance
to Grand Canyon National Park. Go 23 miles
north on Hwy 89 then 30 miles on Hwy 64 into
the park.

One of the most spectacular sights is just inside
the east gate at Desert View Lookout. Visit this
spot at sunset for a picture-perfect view of the
Colorado River winding through the Grand
Canyon!

Throughout Grand Canyon National Park, there
are more than a dozen overlooks with parking
areas along the roadside where you can take a
short walk along the canyon rim.

If you want to do some hiking and stay away
from the crowds, we really love the South
Kaibab Trail to Ooh Aah Point. This is a
moderate 1.8-mile out-and-back trail with
spectacular views! Unfortunately, dogs are not
allowed on trails below the rim. They are
allowed on rim trails.
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Wupatki & Sunset Crater National Monuments

These national parks are hidden gems in our backyard!
Take Highway 89 north from our parking lot about 2.5
miles, then turn right on Loop Road. This is a 34 mile
scenic byway between Wupatki and Sunset Crater with
sweeping grasslands, herds of antelope, volcanic cones,
ponderosa pines and black lava flows.

When you get to Wupatki, you can hike to ancient ruins
at several different locations. Be sure to visit their
excellent visitor center for a map. Continue driving in
the Loop Road to Sunset Crater National Monument.
Here you can walk around the base of Sunset Crater
Volcano and its lava flows. Some hikes are closed right
now because of last year's fire.
