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The Farmhouse

The Farmhouse was originally built in 1847 and was
completely restored in 2020. This charming country home
offers 2,300 square feet of onsite lodging for Firefly Lane

couples and their families.

With three fully-furnished bedrooms and two bathrooms, this
house sleeps 10 guests.
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Many bridal parties have enjoyed this home the night
before the wedding, as well as families looking for a great

space to stay together after the event.

The Farmhouse has a welcoming living room, as well as a
fully-functioning, open-concept kitchen and dining room.



The charming master bedroom
has a Queen bed, its own

bathroom and a cozy sitting
room.

Vaulted wood ceilings and
vintage wood panelling maintain
the charming atmosphere in the

two upstairs bedrooms.

The two spacious upstairs
bedrooms each hold two

comfortable Queen beds. A
shared restroom sits between the

two bedrooms.



Getting Ready at The Farmhouse
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Y O U  H A V E  Q U E S T I O N S

Q: How do I reserve a date for my event?

A: To secure your wedding date, we will send over a contract via email for your review. Once
the contract is signed and we have received your $2,000 down payment, that date is all yours!

The remaining venue balance is broken into three payments.

Q: How many people does your venue hold?

A: The maximum guest capacity of The Barn is 200 guests, including your bridal party. The
Barn holds 150 guests inside and an additional 50 guests on The Covered Patio.

The Chapel has a maximum capacity of 150 guests, including your bridal party.

Q: Does the venue have central heating and air-conditioning?

A: The Barn is entirely climate-controlled with two outdoor ceremony sites.

The Chapel is open-air for the ceremony, while The Reception Hall is entirely climate-
controlled.

Q: How long will we have access to the venue?

A: Your allotted rental time is 13 hours. You may arrive as early as 10 a.m. and stay as late
as 11 p.m. Music must be off at 10 p.m. Cleanup and vendor load-out is from 10 p.m.-11 p.m.

Setup is done during your rental time.

Q: Who is responsible for the cleanup process?

A: Janitorial services are provided by the Firefly Lane team. You and your vendors will be
responsible for ensuring that no personal items are left behind. Firefly Lane will not be held

responsible for any items that are left behind.

Q: If we choose the one-day rental option, when can we have rehearsal?

A: Most couples have rehearsal the morning of the wedding. If rehearsing prior to your
wedding day is needed, your rehearsal can be scheduled for one hour on Monday, Tuesday or
Thursday. The time is set 60 days prior to your date and contingent upon our ongoing event

schedule.



W E  H A V E  A N S W E R S

Q: Do you have a list of preferred vendors to use?

A: Yes! From wedding planners to florists and caterers, we have worked with some of the best
companies in the industry and would love to share their information with you! You may bring in
your own vendors, should you choose to do so, with approval from Firefly Lane representatives.

Q: Can I bring my own alcohol?

A: You may bring your own alcohol. However, you are required to hire one of the bartenders
from our Preferred Vendor List. You are also required to have Security onsite during your

reception. Security is hired through Firefly Lane with a $275 fee.

Q: Are there any additional fees?

A: We require a $1 million day-of liability insurance policy (about $176) through our local
insurance company. This protects you as the client, your guests and the venue. If you are having

alcohol, you must add Host Liquor Liability.

A fully refundable $500 security deposit is due two weeks before your event. As long as you and
your guests adhere to the venue rules as outlined in your contract and no damages or theft

occurs, you receive that back the next business day.

If you are serving alcohol, you are required to pay the $275 fee for Security.

Q: Do you host overnight guests?

A: The Farmhouse is available to rent for you and your guests. The Farmhouse offers 3
bedrooms and 2 bathrooms and sleeps 10.

Q: Are you pet friendly?

A: Yes! We love furry friends and welcome pets. You are required to have someone manage your
pet, to entertain, pick up after and keep them hydrated and safe.

Q: Will there be another wedding on the same day?

A: You have access to one venue of your choice for the allotted time, unless otherwise outlined in
your contract. There is only one wedding at each venue per day. It is likely there will be a

wedding at the other venue on the same day.
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ABOUT FIREFLY LANE

The story of Firefly Lane begins with a desire to serve, a need to show
Christlike love through marital unity and a flicker of firefly light between a lane

of trees. Owners Cory and Jessica Williams purchased the farm that would
become Firefly Lane in 2008 with little but the clothes on their backs.

They spent their time growing in love and family in a little farmhouse by a
brook, nestled within the beautiful Tennessee countryside. Around that time,

the Williams, in their passion for serving others, were asked to start a ministry
group for young married couples alongside others at their local church.

Late one night in 2016, Jessica woke Cory in tears. Pain wracked Jessica’s
body, rendering one side of her body immobile. After numerous restless nights
and multiple doctor visits, Jessica found out she had a neck injury that would

prevent her from continuing her job as a hairstylist. During her time as a
hairstylist, Jessica had fallen in love with preparing brides for their big day.
Devastated and unsure what to do next, Jessica went home and felt what the
Williams described as an idea sprung from God. Jessica’s love for brides and

her passion for young couples inspired her to write a business plan for a
wedding venue.

By 2017, Cory began building The Barn at Firefly Lane. The Williams, along
with the young married couples from their ministry group, built the exterior

and interior walls and the ceilings. Thus, Firefly Lane was built by people who
wanted to serve and out of a desire to serve. By July 2017, the Williams

hosted their first wedding at Firefly Lane.

Since then, Cory and Jessica added another venue space, The Chapel, and fully
renovated the old home they originally purchased on the farm, now known as

The Farmhouse. Cory and Jessica’s ministry became Firefly Lane.
