Some of ABATE of Florida, Inc.’s Accomplishments

• On July 1, 2000, we had the 30 year old Florida Helmet law repealed; July 1, 2010 was our 10th 
Anniversary of Freedom of Choice. 
• We’ve become the 4th largest State Motorcycle Rights Organization (MRO) in the country (IN & IL 
are 1&2, we regularly switch for 3rd & 4th with PA). 
• We got the handlebar heights law modified. 
• We successfully fought a bill that would forbid our children from riding on our bikes. 
• We successfully fought the bill that would confiscate motorcycles for going 30MPH over the speed 
limit. 
• We developed an effective MSAP program that has raised motorist’s perceptions and awareness 
of motorcycles, and have received funding from the State of FL totaling over $750,000 to promote 
motorcycle safety and awareness. 
• We successfully fought the bill against vertical tags that had over $1,100 in fines for a first offense. 
• Supported and fought for a texting-while-driving ban for the last few years. 
• Our 2009-2010 Stiffer Penalties Bill made it through five of the FL House & Senate’s committees; 
this is the farthest it has gone in the number of years we have tried. On the last day of session, a 
committee member strenuously attempted to attach a revival of the helmet law to our Bill. To avoid a 
new helmet law in Florida, we had to kill the Bill. 
• We publish monthly Press Releases and/or Articles of Interest in many online & print publications, 
including Florida Full Throttle. 
• The President of ABATE of Florida, Inc. has been asked to be on and currently sits as a member of 
The Motorcyclist Advisory Council (MAC) to the Federal Highway Administration in Washington, D.C. 
The Secretary of the U.S. Dept. of Transportation may appoint a representative from only two State 
MROs throughout the entire U.S.A. to be on this council. 
• The President of ABATE of Florida, Inc. sits as the Chairman of the Board of Directors of the National 
Collation of Motorcyclists (NCOM). NCOM has over 1000 member organizations.

This is already February, wow this year is moving 
fast.

Just a thought to put in your head, which is motor-
cycle theft is on the rise.

Here are some suggestions to help-

Lock your ignition and don’t forget to remove 
the key
Most bike thefts occur when the ignition is not 
locked
Lock the forks or use a disc brake lock
If traveling in a group, lock the motorcycles to-
gether when possible.
If riding and traveling alone, lock your bike to a 
secure stationary object.
If possible, add an audible alarm.
Don’t store the title, registration or insurance 
card on your bike.  Keep the title at home and 
a copy of the registration and insurance in 
your wallet.  Florida does allow you to keep 
electronic copies of these documents on your 
phone.   But it is recommended if you keep any 
documents on your phone, to keep your phone 
locked.
Put a special mark somewhere on your bike 
and take a picture to show police if it were to 
be stolen.

INTERSECTIONS BEWARE
     As Bikers, we all know the dangers associated with riding a motorcycle, we accept it and ride 
on.  But that doesn’t mean we should just ignore all the safety and precautions that go along with it.  
I’ve been riding now for over 52 years and I am  still learning and not ashamed to admit it.  Think 
you know it all?  Check out the Motorcycle Safety Foundation website, www.msf-usa.org, take the 
quiz and you will realize there is a lot out there you don’t know.  If nothing else it will refresh the 
common sense practices all motorcyclist should follow.  And at most of our ages, goodness knows 
we could use a refresher.

  When riding, there are so many hazards we need to be aware of but especially when it comes to 
intersections.  They can be death traps because there are so many different scenarios and bad 
things that can happen.  The classic is the cager making a left turn in front of you. If possible, try to 
ride in the right side of the lane when approaching an intersection.  It will provide a better angle for 
the oncoming car to see you and also day or night, flash your lights at them before you reach the 
intersection, get their attention, it may save your life.  Other areas your mental checklist should be 
going through is crossing traffic.  Just because you have the green light or the right of way doesn’t 
mean they are going to stop.  Be defensive and anticipate they are not going to stop until you make 
eye contact or you’re fully convinced they are going to give you the right of way.  Pedestrians or the 
less fortunate homeless population can be walking zombies, especially at night.  It has happened to 
me more than once when a person is either standing in the road or at the last-minute steps into my 
lane.  Bicycles, another hazard, think they are cagers and own the road but don’t have to follow the 
laws. Merging traffic, slick spots, water puddles are just a few more areas of concern.  Even when 
completely stopped at intersections can be a high hazard situation.  Always check your rearview 
mirror for being hit from behind is a real cause for alarm.
     Never let your guard down.  Stay alert and as you approach an intersection, scan it each time 
you cross it, go thru that mental check list for at every Intersection Beware.

And that’s how I ended up on the month 
longcampaign to get donations for Lafitte and 
the Houma Nation.

When I do something, I go full steam ahead and 
with a go home or go broke attitude. With that
I rented a 26 ft. Uhaul with the goal to pack it 
full.  After posting up a Facebook event page 
for the donation drive, it got a life of its own. 
People on both coast of Florida volunteered 
their homes for drop off locations, and I orga-
nized a benefit concert at my business Buffalo 
Tiger Airboats to 1) collect more toy donations, 
and 2) have a good time while doing a good 
deed.
 
Needless to say it was a great success with the 
help of my fellow brother and sisters of ABATE
and the riding community along with complete 
strangers who saw my post, Floridians came
out big time with donations and I filled the 
Uhaul.  We ended up also raising $4,100 in cash 

in which the Miccosukee Tribe of Indians matched 
making it $8,200 that was donated to the
United Houma Nation.

On November 20th, with a friend to ride shotgun 
we started the marathon driving trip to deliver
the toys and other donations to Louisiana.  I took 
us a day and half to get to Lafitte.  The look
on the volunteers faces when we opened the truck, 
solidified that we made the right decision in
helping make Christmas possible for this commu-
nity.

After Lafitte, we headed over to the United Houma 
Nation.  As we were unloading they told us
about how they’re still trying to get their people 
into fema trailers, and most of their people
totally lost their homes in Ida.  They are still going 
to need help for the long haul.

God willing, I plan to go back at the end of Febru-
ary with more donations. I can’t adequately
express my gratitude to everyone who donated 
and made this trip possible.

We were sitting around, talking about boring stuff, politics, 
but that moved on to politics, and if any of them ride.  I think 
we all know that Mike Pence, our former Vice President, 
rides a Harley-Davidson.  We’ve seen the pictures.  It turns 
out that he doesn’t ride a lot, but when he does, it if for a 
good cause, fundraisers.    There are a few other politicians, 
Governor Ann Richards of Texas, Senator John Kerry, and 
President George W. Bush, but really, of these three, only 
our “girl”, Ann, can really be called a biker, a real motorcycle 
enthusiast, and avid rider.

Politicians are a bit boring, so we checked out some celeb-
rity bikers, some that you might already know, but we are 
sharing them here. 

Comedian Jay Leno is probably the most famous celebrity 
motorcyclist. Leno owns 181 cars and 160 motorcycles, all of 
which are worth a significant sum when combined. However, 
Leno admits he's in this for a personal hobby and not for 
fame or fortune. He plans to restore whatever needs restor-
ing and he only buys what he likes, not opting to buy any 
bikes to flip or sell.

Singer Steven Tyler launched a custom motorcycle company 
along with his cousin, Stephen Talarico, and cycle designer 
Mark Dirico. The trio called the company Red Wing Motor-
cycles. ... Each bike comes pre-signed by none other than... 
Steven Tyler, of course.

Singer Billy Joel frequently rides around on a vintage WWII 
bike, but the Piano Man's latest expression of his two-wheel 
enthusiasm is a garage/museum/ called 20th Century 
Cycles-which is now open to the public on weekends. The 
modest space is set up in Oyster Bay, New York. The simple 
garage holds 56 prized bikes.
Fabio Lanzoni is a model and actor well known for appearing 
in commercials for “I Can’t Believe It’s Not Butter!” Lesser 

known is the fact that he is a rider who has a collection of 
more than 200 street and dirt bikes.

Actor Orlando Bloom owns several bikes including a custom 
BMW S 1000 R. His girlfriend, singer Katy Perry, released a 
single in 2019 called “Harleys in Hawaii” that she says was 
inspired by riding as a passenger with Bloom on a bike in 
Hawaii.

Actress Catherine Bell, best known for starring in the TV 
show “JAG” and the “Good Witch” TV movies, began riding 
as a teenager and favors sport bikes.

Singer Pink is a rider who has owned a Triumph Bonneville 
T100 and a Harley-Davidson Sportster Iron 883. Her hus-
band is Carey Hart, a former pro freestyle moto crosser.

Actor Keanu Reeves not only rides motorcycles but also 
builds and sells them. About a decade ago Reaves part-
nered with motorcycle designer Gard Hollinger to form 
ARCH Motorcycle, which sold its first custom machine in 
2014. His own collection includes a 1973 Norton Commando 
850 MK2A, which is the second motorcycle he ever bought. 
He also is the “custodian” of the 2004 Ducati 998 painted a 
special green that was in the movie “Matrix Reloaded.”

Actor Brad Pitt rides and owns several machines, including 
an Indian Larry bike called “When Push Comes to Shove.” In 
the movie “The Curious Case of Benjamin Button,” Pitt rode 
a couple classic machines: a red 1931 Indian 101 Scout and 
a blue 1956 Triumph T110.

Actress Angelina Jolie was a rider and at one point received 
an MV Agusta from her then-husband Brad Pitt. She rode a 
Triumph Street Triple R in the 2010 movie “Salt” and a Ya-
maha TRX 850 in the 2001 movie “Lara Croft: Tomb Raider.”

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Actor Tom Cruise is another rider who also finds a way to 
ride bikes in his movies. Some of the bikes he has ridden 
on film include a Kawasaki GPZ900R (“Top Gun”), Honda 
CRF450X (“Oblivion”), Triumph Speed Triple (“Mission Im-
possible II”) and Triumph Bonneville Scrambler (“Mission 
Impossible III”).

Actor and politician Arnold Schwarzenegger is a rider. The 
1991 Harley-Davidson Fat Boy he rode in “Terminator 2: 
Judgement Day” sold at auction in 2018 for $520,000.

Actor John Travolta said at a press conference promoting 
the 2007 movie “Wild Hogs” that there was only one rider 
in the cast who crashed his bike. In the movie, four middle-
aged friends (Travolta, Tim Allen, Martin Lawrence and 
William Macy) feel they are in a rut with their lives, so they 
decide to take a motorcycle road trip. Travolta said Allen was 
the only one who crashed, but he only crashed because he 
was showing off.

Actor Ewan McGregor of “Star Wars” fame has appeared 
in several “Long Way” motorcycling documentaries: “Long 
Way Round” (2004) follows McGregor and fellow actor 
Charley Boorman on an 19,000-mile trek riding from Lon-
don, England, to New York City; “Long Way Down” (2007) 
in which they ride from Scotland to South Africa, covering 
15,000 miles; and “Long Way Up” (2020) in which they ride 
13,000 miles from Argentina through South and Central 
America to Los Angeles.

Actor Perry King starred in the television series “Riptide” 
and guest starred in several different television series. He 
also appeared in numerous movies including “Slaughter-
house Five,” “The Lords of Flatbush” and “The Day After 
Tomorrow.” A lifelong motorcyclist, King for years has given 
his time and talent to both the AMA and the AMA Motorcycle 
Hall of Fame.

Singer Kid Rock appeared in the 2003 movie “Biker Boyz,” a 
movie starring Laurence Fishburne as the leader of a black 
motorcycle club. Rock played Dogg, the leader of a rival 
gang.

Horror novelist Stephen King is a rider and made a guest 
appearance in one show of the television series “Sons of 
Anarchy.” He played a “cleaner” on the wrong side of the 
law who rode a Harley-Davidson Road Glide and cleaned 

up crime scenes.

Former English soccer player David Beckman served as 
a spokesman for Triumph Motorcycles. He starred in the 
90-minute BBC documentary “Beckham into the Unknown” 
in which he rode in the Amazon rainforest on a custom Tri-
umph Bonneville T100.

Twisted Sister lead singer Dee Snider rides and has been 
holding a charity ride for almost two decades. 

Actor Mark Wahlberg served as Indian Motorcycle ambas-
sador in 2015. In the 2015 movie “Daddy’s Home” in one 
scene he rode an Indian Chief Classic.

Actress Pamela Anderson is a rider who once owned a 
2004 Honda Valkyrie Rune. The former “Baywatch” TV 
series actress starred in the 1996 superhero movie “Barb 
Wire” in which she rode an 885cc Triumph Thunderbird. 
She has also done public service announcements promot-
ing safe motorcycling.

So I think we are all in some pretty good company, and a 
bunch of bad ass celebrities, you go, girls, Catherine, Pink, 
Angelina and Pamela!!!!

OLD GLORY -STARS 
AND STRIPES

From the inception, the American flag has been an 
important part of our nations history. Surviving 
over 200 years, the flag has both  physically and 
symbolically grown and developed in times of both 
achievement and crisis. The American flag is a sym-
bol known worldwide. The flag is so important that 
it’s history tells the story of America itself. The flag 
has been used to display our nationalism as well as 
rebellion and everything in between. Our flag repre-
sents freedom, dignity and the true meaning of be-
ing an American. It’s been with the American people 
through times of war and times of great sadness, 
joy and triumphs. The flag went through many varia-
tions before becoming the flag we all know and love. 

The earliest use of stripes in flags and what was to 
become America, is from the Sons of Liberty flag. 
The Sons of Liberty were the original “Tea Party” 
members. These are the guys who threw the chests 
of tea overboard into the Boston harbor.

Starting after the stamp act of 1765 the Sons of Lib-
erty began protesting. They came up with a flag that 
looked similar only with less stripes and could be 
displayed horizontally and vertically. In 1775 at the 
beginning of the revolution, independence had not 
yet been declared. The continental congress was 
meeting in Philadelphia when a militia Colonel from 
Virginia came forward and volunteered to take com-
mand of the troops outside of Boston. That Colonel 
was George Washington. When he left Philadelphia 
he took with him two flags. The Grand Union or the 
Continental as it was called then, was the first flag 
under which Continental  soldiers fought. This flag 
was similar to the Sons of Liberty flag only there 
were only 13 stripes to signify the 13 colonies. In-
stead of stars on a blue field it had the Kings Colors 
which was also known as Union Jack …which meant 
we were fighting as 13 united colonies but under the 
British rule.

The other flag that Washington took with him 
was known as Washington’s Headquarters 
flag. The entire field was blue with 13 stars. 
The unusual thing about this was that the 
stars were six pointed and arranged in five 
rows with alternating patterns of 3-2-3-2-3.

A year later on July 4, 1776 Congress de-
clared independence from Great Britain. A 
flag came about one year later on June 14, 
1777 when Congress passed the first major 
flag acts. This act stated that the flag of the 
United States shall consist of 13 alternating 
stripes of red on white with 13 stars on the 
blue field forming a new constellation.

So who actually designed the flag?
At this point these questions were hovering:
Were the stripes to be horizontal or vertical? 
Where was the blue field to be placed? 
What was the star pattern to be used? 
How many points on the stars?

And so this is where the legend of Betsy Ross 
comes in the play… we know that  Betsy Ross 
was an upholsterer who made flags for the 
Pennsylvania Navy. There is great contro-
versy concerning whether or not she actu-
ally designed the first flag or just sewed the 
first flag ?  In 1870 Betsy Ross’ grandson ad-
dressed the historical society of Philadelphia 
and said his grandmother told him she met 
with George Washington and designed the 
flag. But did she really? Or did Francis Hop-
kinson design it?
Francis Hopkinson was a signer of the Decla-
ration of Independence from the state of New 
Jersey. The only evidence of who made the 
flag is a bill submitted to Congress by Hop-
kinson that simply said the bill was for the 
designing of the flag.

So the mystery remains !

Regardless of these facts the legend lives on 
in the first flag of the revolution period, it is 
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referred to as the Betsy Ross flag.

In 1912 president Taft established the pattern of 
stars on the flag as we know it today. Our flag is 
an inspiring Symbol that unites us all as American 
citizens. Today our flag remains a vibrant symbol 
of the American principles of democracy, justice 
and freedom and of course the everlasting memory 
of those who have sacrificed their lives defending 
these principles of the United States of America.

I encourage you all to remember how our flags 
waved across the country after 9/11…we were Unit-
ed as a country symbolized by the Red, White and 
Blue!
Where did all those flags go? Where did all our pa-
triotism go?

The Stars and Stripes is a symbol of America and 
continues to carry the inspirational and fundamen-
tal convictions of our great nation binding all Ameri-
cans together from east to west and north to south.

May our flag forever wave!
God Bless America !

NEW YEAR = NEW LEGISLATION
With 2021 in the rearview, New Year 2022 has 
hit the ground running in several states consid-
ering pro- and anti-biker laws, including some 
helmet legislation, profiling, noise, motorcycle 
safety, lane splitting, bike parking and lighting 
issues.
 
Freedom of Choice on helmet use is on the dock-
et in some of the 18 states that still mandate 
riders to wear them, such as Massachusetts 
(H3524 & S2328: helmet standards), Nebraska 
(LB581) and West Virginia (HB2711 / SB127), 
while New York seeks to study the efficacy of 
helmets (A1107) and Alabama’s legislature will 
consider requiring reflective headgear (SB65).
 
Lane splitting has been a hot topic lately, and 
Massachusetts (H3513 & S2315), Virginia 
(HB838) and Washington (HB1106 / SB5622 & 
HB1254) hope to join California, Montana, Utah 
& Hawaii in allowing motorcycles to bypass slow 
moving vehicles in heavy traffic situations.
 
Likewise, anti-biker profiling by law enforcement 
has been on many states’ agendas since being 
enacted in Washington, Maryland, Louisiana and 
most recently Idaho, and now New York is the 
first this year among many more to introduce 
legislation (A1747 / S3869) in hopes of prevent-
ing police from discriminating against motorcy-

clists in their application of the law.
 
By sheer numbers, Massachusetts takes the 
prize for the most pro-motorcycle bills introduced 
already this session, with 11 pieces of legislation 
including H3487 / S2329 to advance motorcycle 
safety, H3417 / S2331 relative to a motorcycle 
safety fund, and H3438 to clarify testing and en-
forcement of motorcycle sound emissions.
 
On the “anti-“ side of the dockets, New York is 
once again considering a prohibition on children 
under the age of 12 from riding on a motorcy-
cle (A148), and Virginia will debate “excessive 
noise” (HB367 and HB632 / SB180).
 
The year is young, with many more issues of 
interest on the horizon, pro and con, that con-
cerned riders need to track and stay on top of, 
and one of the best ways to do so is to join your 
state motorcyclists’ rights organization (SMRO) 
and subscribe to the monthly NCOM Biker News-
bytes by e-mailing “Subscribe” to NCOMBish@
aol.com.
 
BIKER ANTI-PROFILING RESOLUTION NEEDS 
YOUR SUPPORT
Since the federal Highway Bill passed Congress 
and was signed into law by President Biden with-
out most of the pro-motorcycle provisions that 
bikers across America lobbied to include, it is 
now imperative that riders turn their attention 
toward garnering support for the stand-alone 
measure in the House that would help prevent 
anti-biker profiling.
 
Nearly three years ago, the U.S. Senate unani-
mously passed a nonbinding resolution condemn-
ing the discriminatory profiling of motorcyclists 
by law enforcement (S. Res. 154), and now the 
U.S. House of Representatives is again consid-
ering a similar bipartisan measure in the 117th 
Congress, H. Res. 366; “Promoting awareness 
of motorcyclist profiling and encouraging collab-
oration and communication with the motorcycle 
community and law enforcement officials to pre-
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vent instances of profiling.”
 
Sponsored once again by Rep. Tim Walberg (R-
MI) along with original co-sponsors Congress-
man Michael Burgess (R-TX), Congresswoman 
Cheri Bustos (D-IL) and Congressman Mark 
Pocan (D-WI), the anti-profiling resolution was 
introduced in the U.S. House of Representatives 
on April 30, 2021 to thwart “the illegal use of the 
fact that a person rides a motorcycle or wears 
motorcycle related apparel as a factor in decid-
ing to stop and question, take enforcement ac-
tion, arrest, or search a person or vehicle with 
or without legal basis under the Constitution of 
the United States,” as profiling is defined in the 
resolution.
 
H.R. 366 acknowledges that “complaints sur-
rounding motorcyclist profiling have been cited 
in all 50 States,” and the bipartisan resolution 
denotes three actionable items;
(1) promotes increased public awareness on the 
issue of motorcyclist profiling;
(2) encourages collaboration and communica-
tion with the motorcyclist community and law 
enforcement to engage in efforts to end motor-
cyclist profiling; and
(3) urges State law enforcement officials to in-
clude statements condemning motorcyclist pro-
filing in written policies and training materials.
 
All concerned motorcyclists are encouraged to 
contact their Congressional Representatives at 
(202) 224-3121 to ask that they join with 59 other 
colleagues as current cosponsors of H.Res.366 
and help put a stop to law enforcement unfairly 
targeting motorcycle riders for traffic stops, 
questioning and citations.
 
NOISE-DETECTING CAMERAS TO FINE LOUD 
MOTORCYCLES IN FRANCE
Traffic cameras that can identify excessively 
noisy motorcycles and vehicles are being de-
ployed across France, with riders and drivers who 
flout the rules facing fines of €135 ($153USD).
 

The debate over the devices, which have been tri-
aled in various countries across Europe, has run 
rife for some time, but the French are the first 
nation to initiate a wider roll-out of cameras that 
will flash and fine motorcycles and vehicles that 
exceed noise levels.
 
The Bruitparif-designed Meduse cameras feature 
microphones attached to a camera that can pick 
up and identify the direction of noise from the 
road below.  Should the sound rise above a cer-
tain decibel, the camera is activated and a fine is 
subsequently issued.
 
Though noise cameras are -- officially speaking 
-- aimed at all vehicles, many feel motorcycles 
are unfairly targeted compared to cars with many 
routes popular with bikers used during trials.
 
MOTO-GP WILL NOT RACE IN COUNTRIES 
REQUIRING COVID QUARANTINES
When MotoGP resurfaced in October 2021, it 
looked like Grand Prix motorcycle racing might 
return to normal, packing the schedule with 21 
rounds including eight outside Europe, but the 
Delta and Omicron variant waves caused many 
countries to reinstate travel restrictions -- includ-
ing quarantines upon arrival -- forcing organizers 
to play musical chairs with the calendar through-
out the year.
 
Dorna CEO Carmelo Ezpeleta sent a clear mes-
sage at a recent racing forum that MotoGP will 
not visit countries in 2022 that require CoViD-19 
quarantines; "If they tell us that we have to be 
quarantined for fourteen days, the answer is 
clear, no, I'm not going!  That's the limit," Ezpele-
ta claimed.  "As for the rest, they can ask us to 
have vaccination certificates or the documenta-
tion that we already did last year and that is why 
it was important to go to the United States as a 
test of what can be said to the rest of the coun-
tries.”
 
Last year, MotoGP successfully ran events in 
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Qatar and the United States, unfortunately the 
only races held outside Europe, while Japan and 
Australia are still requiring such measures, and 
Thailand is trending that direction.
 
With the Japanese and Australian Grands Prix 
set for September and October, 2022, the situ-
ation could hopefully change, while MotoGP’s 
pre-season runs will also be a testing ground for 
Malaysia and Indonesia’s ability to accommodate 
the international race series.
 
JAPANESE MOTORCYCLE SALES HIT 23-YEAR 
HIGH
Prior to the Coronavirus pandemic, motorcycle 
enthusiasts and OEMs alike lamented the elusive 
Millennial buyers and declining sales, but through-
out the global health crisis, motorcycles have 
surprisingly surged in popularity.  As a result, 
manufacturers experienced record sales growth, 
with Ducati, BMW, and Energica reporting large 
gains in 2020 and 2021, and Japanese OEMs have 
similarly benefited from the increased interest 
and the “Big Four” (Honda, Kawasaki, Suzuki 
and Yamaha) are reporting that domestic ship-
ments hit a 23-year high in 2021 (235.755 units 
in-country, up 20.6%).
 
In addition to the sales uptick, Honda, Suzuki and 
Yamaha all report increased sales among young-
er riders.
 
Before the pandemic, Japan’s more restrictive 
emissions laws thwarted ridership growth, but 
2021 marks the Island Empire's most success-
ful year since 1998, when customers purchased 
318,080 new motorcycles.
 
FOR WHAT IT’S WORTH: MOTORCYCLE 
RACERS BLINK LESS
A recent study has found that MotoGP riders 
blink far less than non-racers, with one test sub-
ject going 9 minutes without blinking!
 
During the first round of the 2021 MotoGP sea-
son, Pramac Ducati rider Johann Zarco set a new 

series top-speed record of 225 mph.  At that 
speed, riders cover 330 feet in one second.  The 
average blink takes 0.15 seconds, so riders trav-
eling at that top velocity are effectively blind for 
nearly 50 feet of track.
 
That sounds like a terrifying prospect to us mere 
mortals, but a study between LCR Honda and 
Italian pharmaceutical company Sifi helps explain 
how MotoGP riders’ eyes function in such ex-
treme conditions.  Conducted over six MotoGP 
seasons (2015-2021), Grand Prix riders would 
undergo tests prior to the race and 30 minutes 
following the checkered flag.  The dual-test meth-
od revealed that rider reaction times and pupil 
performance remain in “Race Mode” for an ex-
tended period.
 
All racers easily exceeded the normal 4-6-sec-
ond blink interval, and despite the stressful con-
ditions, none of the subjects exhibited red, dry 
eyes or inflammation.
 
The results may be fascinating, but Sifi co-owner 
Carlos Chines believes this is just the beginning 
of a broader, long-term study.
 
“We basically want to continue researching the 
differences between ‘normal’ eyes and those of 
MotoGP riders,” revealed Dr. Chines.  “We also 
want to investigate the relationship between con-
centration and blink rate.  From these results, we 
expect to understand whether one can work with 
little tricks, exercises, or eye drops to counteract 
fatigue, dry or sore eyes, and deterioration in vi-
sion.”
 
DROPPED BIKE BLUES
Well, it’s too late to write to Santa for a saddle-
bag stuffer, but you can contact Airbiker to ac-
quire their portable assistive device to pick up 
downed motorcycles.
 
No matter how your bike got to the ground, you 
have to pick it up somehow, and while plenty of

riding instructors teach methods to help you pick 
up a downed bike, the moment of truth may seem 
much different when you eventually face it.
 
Plus, the bigger the bike, the more intimidating the 
task, and what if you have a bad back or other in-
jury that makes it a less smart idea to manhandle 
your scoot?
 
That’s the problem that French startup Airsink 
wants to solve with their new product called Air-
biker; a small pouch with an inflatable balloon and a 
few CO2 cartridges inside that gives enough boost 
for you to grab the handlebars and guide it back 
upright from a completely prone position on the 
ground.
 
It all packs up in a little zippered pouch, much like 
countless mini air-compressor units that riders 
may already carry in the event of flat tires, and is 
available directly from Airsink (www.airsink.fr/bou-
tique) at prices ranging from €130 (roughly $147) 
to €195 ($221).
 
NCOM CONVENTION ~ SAVE THE DATE!
Some of the finest Freedom Fighters in the motorcy-
clists’ rights movement will be among the hundreds 
of biker activists from across the country to gather 
for the 37th annual NCOM Convention in Nashville, 
Tennessee over the weekend of June 23-25, 2022 to 
teach, learn and share information relevant to our 
ongoing fight for Freedom of the Road.
 
This year’s NCOM Convention will address legal and 
legislative topics of interest to all motorcycle riders, 
including informative seminars, regional meetings, 
special interest gatherings and group discussions, 
capped off with the Silver Spoke Awards Banquet.
