Travel from Paris to the glamorous Cote d'Azur region. Participants are responsible for arranging their
own travel and accommodation in Cannes. To ensure accessibility for the group, we will begin our
omward journey from Gare de Cannes (the main station). We recommend booking accommodation
near Gare de Cannes for convenience. There are options of hotels or villas available among major
site. We recommend starting with Google Maps to familiarize yourself with Cannes. Use it as a tool to
explore the area and search for suitable accommodations nearby.

Directions from Paris to Cannes

Travelers heading from Paris to Cannes have two main transportation options: train or flight. Taking
the TGV high-speed train from Paris Gare de Lyon to Gare de Cannes is a scenic and comfortable
choice, with a travel time of approximately 5-6 hours. Train stations are centrally located, making this
option convenient and free from the extensive security checks associated with air travel. Ticket prices
vary depending on the time of booking, so reserving early can secure better deals.



Alternatively, flying is the fastest option, with a flight time of approximately 1.5 hours (excluding airport
security and waiting times). Flights are available from Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport (CDG) or Orly
Airport (ORY) to Nice Cote d’Azur Airport (NCE). From Nice, travelers can reach Cannes via a short
30-40 minute bus or train ride. Although flights are generally more expensive than train tickets, early
booking may result in lower fares.

For those who have time and want to enjoy the picturesque landscapes of southern France, the train
is an excellent option. However, for travellers with a tight schedule, a flight offers the fastest and most
efficient way to reach Cannes.
