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Water/Sewer

The Village is updating its water reading and billing soft-
ware. This has caused a delay in the water/sewer in-
voicing. Please note your next couple of water/sewer
invoicing may also be delayed. DPW is in the process of
changing water meters and will contact you if your me-
ter needs upgrading.

Community Food Pantry

Our community food pantry continues to be a valu-
able resource for residents of our local area. In 2022,
179 families were served, and those families consisted
of 492 individuals. These numbers are slightly higher
than in 2021. Most families continue to visit the pantry
infrequently, with fully two thirds visiting six or less
times per year. Clients are allowed to visit twice per
month, or 24 times per year, but only 20 percent of our
guests visit more than 12 times per year. Through the
Regional Food Bank we are classified as an emergency
feeding program, and our statistics show that we are
fulfilling that mission.

The food that we give out comes from a variety of
sources. We participate in the Retail Store Donation
Program, overseen by the Regional Food Bank. Our
partner store is Hannaford in Esperance, and in 2022
we received 54,500 pounds of food from them! We
also receive an annual grant from the Regional Food
Bank which allows us to purchase food from them at a
very reasonable cost. Once that grant is exhausted,
which it presently is, we purchase that food using our
own funds. Many individuals, churches and groups con-
tribute monetary support for the food pantry each year,
which allows us to purchase food to be given out. We
also receive donations of food and non-food items from
many groups and individuals. [t takes a community to
support the community food pantry, and ours is very
supportive!

Our pantry could not continue to operate if it were
not for the tremendous volunteers that we have. Some
folks work on pantry days, serving our clients directly.
Many others work behind the scenes, picking up food,
putting food away, keeping track of our statistics and
money, and performing many other tasks. We are
blessed to have so many dedicated volunteers. A big
thank you to them, and to God for sending them our
way!

The Mystery of Colonel Mix

Right next to the fort in the Old Stone Fort Ceme-
tery is the gravestone of Colonel Simon Hosack Mix.
But the stone is a cenotaph — Mix is not buried there.

As candidate for Congress on the same ticket as
Abraham Lincoln, and colonel of one of the first vol-
unteer cavalry regiments in the Union, Mix is justly
regarded as the greatest national character who ever
came out of Schoharie County.

Born February 25, 1825 in Johnstown, Mix was
probably named for the Scottish minister of the Pres-
byterian Church, Rev. Simon Hosack. His father, Peter
Mix, was editor of the Montgomery Republican,
which offices were twice burned out. In 1836, the Mix
family moved to Schoharie, where father and then
son edited the Schoharie Patriot.

At the outbreak of the Civil War, Mix organized
and led the Third New York Cavalry. On June 15,
1864, before Petersburg, Virginia, Colonel Mix led his
men in a cavalry charge.

A Confederate officer, Robert O. Epes, told what
happened next, in a letter to William P. Mix, the Colo-
nel’s brother, which was printed in the Schoharie Un-
ion on December 21, 1865:

“At half past twelve, the enemy commenced a
charge, which was led in gallant style by your late
brother, across a piece of woods which had been cut
down in front of our Battery. When about three hun-
dred yards from our Battery, your brother was shot
down, with several of his men, when the line gave
way.

“We then charged in turn, and | passed by where
your brother was lying. Supposing by his uniform he
was a Captain, | thought nothing more about the mat-
ter until we returned, when | went to him. He asked
for water, which | gave him.

“There were some three or four persons
(Confederates) with him when | got back, none of
whom | knew. One man (a captain | think) had his
pocket book and papers which he said he intended to
return to his relatives on the first opportunity.

“He was shot in the breast...He died in about fif-
teen minutes after he was
wounded, with his head on my |
knee, seemingly very easy. He |
only spoke once while | was with i
him, and that was to ask for wa- |
ter.

“He was placed in a grave to himself, near a grove,
which has since been cut down, and your troops
camped all over the place.

“I went with Capt. Kromer to the place, but every-
thing was so changed that | do not think there is the
least probability of ever recovering his body.

“You have the consolation to know that your
brother died as a brave man should die, with his face
to the enemy, and fully ten feet in advance of his
command.” Peter Lindemann
