Am I trusting God in all Things? Psalms 100:1-5 
Intro:  My Covid-19 was hard but God was with me. 
· Your understanding of how God really is like, shapes everything in your life and including your prayer life. 
· I know this is obvious, but we need to remember that God is good and we need to always trust Him in all things. 

Thank you everyone for being a great church to my family during our sickness these few weeks. The family all tested negative and we ready to serve the Lord and do what He has called us to do. 
5 things you need to know about God.
1. God turns my troubles into triumphs and gives me joy to rejoice. 
· I can have joy in the midst of troubles because God will help me.
Psalms 100:1 “Make a joyful noise unto the LORD, all ye lands.”
· Having Joy doesn’t mean I have to have everything okay all the time. 
· Joy comes from knowing That God knows me and God is turning my bitter days into better days. 
· Being Joyful isn’t always based on your present feelings, it always based on who God is and how God treats us. * you might be going through a hard time, but God is always thinking about you with Love…  
Jeremiah 29:11  “For I know the thoughts [plans] that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end [a future and a hope].” 
· * No one has a better future for you than God. Find someone that cares for you more than God? 
Romans 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.
· God didn’t say everything will be good on earth, that’s Heaven, But God works together all things for good. 
· To those that leave the choice to God.  
Genesis 50:20 But as for you, ye thought evil against me; but God meant it unto good, to bring to pass, as it is this day, to save many people alive.
· God turned the bad event of mistreatment to Joseph into a great victory of Salvation and Deliverance to the world. 
Romans 5:3 And not only so, but we glory [rejoice] in tribulations [hard times] also: knowing that tribulation [hard times]  worketh patience [ perseverance]  
· Rejoicing in hard times is not, “non-sense” but it’s” full of Sense”. Full of God’s Sense of Love for you… 
2. God doesn’t want me to stop serving Him in hard times. 
Psalms 100:2 2 Serve the LORD with gladness: come before his presence with singing.
· Your Service to God should be joyfully and faithfully. 
Psalms 103:10 - He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor rewarded us according to our iniquities.
Psalms 103:12 - As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us. 
· God died for and forgiven you and removed your sins. Our Service to God is out of gratitude. 
Psalms 27:10 “When my father and my mother forsake me, the LORD will take me up [will hold me close].” 
· * God will always be by your side. Even when you mess-up! 
Hebrews 4:15 “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched [sympathize] with the feeling of our infirmities [weakness] ; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
· * God knows everything about you and He still loves you and cares deeply about you, 
Hebrews 4:16 “Let us therefore come boldly [full confidence] unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.”
· Part of Serving God is going to God with confidence.  
· Your confidence isn’t in your goodness but in God’s goodness and grace.
· Acronym-G.R.A.C.E. – God’s Riches At Christ Expense    
· You are invited to God’s Personal Table!  
· Your service and prayers may be awkward. Your attempts may be feeble. But since the power comes from the ONE who hears you and sees you, you should be confident in God’s love for you.  
Psalms 27:10 When my father and my mother forsake me, then the LORD will take me up [hold me close].
Psalms 27:13 I had fainted [given-up] unless I had believed [and trusted]  to see the goodness of the LORD in the land of the living.
· To serve God, to love God, to enjoy God, is the sweetest freedom in the world. ...
· the measure of a men's greatness is not the number of servants he has, but the number of people he serves.
3. God is powerful and has your best interest in mind.
Psalms 100:3 Know ye that the LORD HE is God: it is HE that hath made us, and not we ourselves; we are HIS people, and the sheep of HIS pasture.
John 10:14 I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known of mine.  John 10:15 As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep.
· Jesus dying on the cross was for your sins and not His. 
· Jesus knows His sheep… and they know Him…. 
Romans 4:25 Who was delivered for our offences and was raised again for our justification.
· Jesus did not just die on cross for you, but He rose again from the grave. His Resurrection was for your Salvation and Justification.  
· Justification is God’s Gift of Heaven to you. To make you a Child of God and a Citizen of Heaven when you Turn to God and Receive Him as your Creator and Savior, by faith, 
Romans 8:32 He that spared not his own Son [Jesus] , but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He [The Father]  not with Him also freely give us all things?
· God puts you first before Him. 
· God cares more about you than you do. 
· Only God is able to help with what you need. 
4. Always be thankful and give God praise.  
Psalms 100:4 Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with praise: be thankful unto Him and bless His name.
· Thanks, and Praise come from knowing who God is. 
Luke 11:11 If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent? Luke 11:12 Or if he shall ask an egg, will he offer him a scorpion? 11:13 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your Heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?
· God wants you to know what He has done for you and what He is ready to do for you. But trust Him and Praise Him. 
Mat 20:22 But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink of the cup that I shall drink of… 
· Be careful not to be thankful and full of pride.  
· The mother of John and Andrew came to Jesus and asked that her sons, will sit on His left and right side on the throne. 
· Are you thankful for what God has given you? The wealthiest people in world are content people. 
· God will answer your prayers. 
· NO, Slow, Grow, Go. 
· 1Timothy 6:6 But godliness with contentment is great gain.
Isaiah 55:8-9 “For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD.For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.” 
· Do you trust God in everything? 
5. God is always thinking of Eternity.
 Psalms 100:5 For the LORD is good; his mercy is everlasting; and his truth endureth to all generations.
· 2Thess. 2:16-17 Now our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God, even our Father, which hath loved us, and hath given us everlasting consolation and good hope through grace, comfort your hearts, and stablish you in every good word and work.
· Psalms 23:6 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of the LORD forever.
· Conclude- Lamentations 5:21 “Turn our hearts to you God, and Renew our days…”
