Title: The Lord that Redeems you!  Scripture: Galatians 3:10- 

What a joy it is to know Jesus and to know His Saving Grace! 

The Lord that Redeems you! 
· Galatians 3:13  Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hanged on a tree:   
· 1 Corinthians_1:27  But God hath chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the wise; and God hath chosen the weak things of the world to confound the things which are mighty;

Let me tell you why we should love Jesus more every day, walk in His grace and praise His Name forevermore!

1. I cannot save myself from my sins: 
· Galatians 3:22  But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe. 
· The Law cannot save me – Gal. 3:22 
· There is No Other Savior - Isaiah 43:11  I, even I, am the LORD; and beside Me there is no Savior. 
· There is No Other Name – Act 4:12  Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved. 

2. I am chosen by God! 
· John_15:16  You have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name,
· God is the Author and Finisher of our faith – Hebrews 12:1-2
· God died for your sins before you ever born. Ephesians 2:10  For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them. 

3. I am freed from the curse of the law! 
· Galatians 3:10  For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them. 
· Gal 3:13  Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: 

4. I am treated by God we favor and given a Promise to Believe:  
· He Makes A Way for us: 
· Promise is used in 3:14,16,17,19,21,22,29, ch4:23,28
· Gal. 3:14  That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. 
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]I am Justify by Grace and not by my works but God’s wonderful Work!  
· Gal. 3:24  Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. 
· The Law condemns and Grace Redeems - Gal. 5:4  Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace. 
· Grace doesn’t mean that we can live how we want, in sin after Salvation, But, that God has changed us by His power to love our Lord and Savior and do His will for the rest of our lives.

6. I am a child of the King of the Most High – God and Creator of all things – 
· Gal. 3:26  For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus. 
· God has the power to save any soul from Hell- Mat_10:28  And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.
· The Holy Spirit indwells us – Gal. 3:27. Ref. 3:2,3,5,14 - Gal 3:14  That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. 
· We are Heirs to God’s Kingdom – Gal. 4:7 -Wherefore You are no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. 

7. I won’t turn again to the things that put me in bondage:
· Gal. 4:9  But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage? 
Are you Putting faith and trust in the Lord or in your feelings and situation? . 
Paul describes how to go forward in faith in verses 13-16 of chapter 4  –
#1 Through Infirmities of flesh, #2 all trials and #3 always walking in the truth.
