· Don’t be satisfied with what man is doing more than what God is doing. 
· Do you God’s Character?  Do you know God’s Attributes?  
#2 It is not having a confidence in God and His word!   
· Not Know God’s Character and Attributes will stop you from having a confidence in God. 
· Not putting your trust in God’s Character and Attributes can lead you to have a collapse of leadership and growth in Christ Jesus.

#1 it is correcting our way to God’s understanding. 
· 2 Cor. 10:5 – Casting down false and wrong reasoning/imaginations/thoughts.   
#2 it is having a confidence in God and His Word!
· Phil. 1:6 – “Being confident of this…”
