· Isa. 33:17 “Thine eyes shall see the king in His beauty: they shall behold the land that is very far off.

· Psa. 45:11 “So shall the king greatly desire thy beauty: H3308 for he is thy Lord; and worship thou him.
If you say you don’t want to suffer then you don’t want to be with the Lord Jesus! 
2Ti 2:12 If we suffer, we shall also reign with him: if we deny him, he also will deny us:

-	1 Peter 3:13 “And who is he who will harm you if you become followers of what is good?

Who can harm you? 
2. What is harm? 
-	We have physical harm.

What is a good conscience? 
-	Overcoming defame by evil doers. 
-	Maintaining good conduct in Christ! 
-	God makes us not ashamed! 
-	How does God make us not ashamed? 
-	With the conscience. 

The Suffering of Christ 3:18-4:6 
· 1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us[fn] to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit,
· The Just Savior dying for our sins.
