The first step is a city-sponsored legislative rezoning
which Council President Amanda Sandoval is
proposing. According to City Planning and Development
staff, there were 151 properties in Jefferson Park that
will be rezoned.

On January 15, Denver Planning Board held a hearing
on the application. The board voted unanimously to
recommend approval with conditions to remove 3
properties. One was located in Jefferson Park at 2195
Decatur Street (Zocalo Condominiums).

The application moved to the City’s Land Use
Committee on January 28. It was approved by a vote of
7-0. Several councilmembers on the committee praised
Sandoval for her leadership on this project. It now
moves to full council in March.
