 Town Board Meeting
April 13, 2026
Minutes

Chairman Van Asten called the Town Board Meeting to order at 6:29 PM; the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Attendees: Chairman Mike Van Asten, Supervisor Mike Van Vreede, Supervisor Bruce Verhasselt, Clerk/Treasurer Jennifer Burton,  and 4 Residents were present.
Safety Items: There are several fire numbers in the fire station. Clerk/Treasurer Burton will reach out to Cody H. again and have those put up.  
Agenda: Motion by Supervisor Van Vreede to adopt agenda as printed. Second by Supervisor Verhasselt. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried. 
Appointments: Motion by Chairman Van Asten to renew Planning Commission & Board of Appeals Term for Bernie Vander Heiden and Planning Commission Term for Sharon Reynolds (5/1/2026 – 4/30/2027). Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
[bookmark: _Hlk219721700]Minutes: Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve the March 9, 2026 Town Board minutes. Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Fire/EMR Report: Clerk/Treasurer Burton presented the board with the current Fire/EMS budget. Since the new fire truck is currently being inspected, no Fire/EMS staff was present at the meeting. Resident D. Vander Heiden inquired about a possible 50th or 75th Anniversary for the Fire/EMS. Clerk/Treasurer Burton will reach out to EMS Chief Swedberg.
New Business: 
a) Motion by Supervisor Van Vreede to accept the lawn cutting bid from Alpha Hydraulics. Second by Chairman Van Asten. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
b) Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve Dempsey Law as the Town’s attorney. Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
c) Board discussed the Farrell Road Utility Permit Fees for Kaukauna Utilities. Board decided to reduce the permit fees by $250.00. 
d) Board discussed/reviewed the email and photos submitted regarding the 4/3/26 pothole incident on E Frontage Road. Chairman Van Asten indicated that the pot hole was filled by the county per his direction right after the accident occurred. Resident D. Vander Heiden suggested a future road trade with the county. Outagamie County could take over the Frontage Rd. and the Town could take over County JJ. No additional action to be taken by the board at this time unless a bill or other correspondence is received.
Review/Approve Vouchers: Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve credit card purchases, electronic payments, and check numbers 10851-10879 for a total of $309,845.54. Second by Supervisor Verhasselt. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Building Permits: Board reviewed 2 new homes, detached garage, sign replacement, and remodel. The sign replacement will be discussed further at the 6PM May 6, 2026 Planning Commission meeting.
Public Participation: Resident M. Kortz asked mentioned the pot holes and overall state of Farrell Rd. Chairman Van Asten indicated that Farrell Rd and Town Club Rd will be patched this year.
Correspondance:  
a) Board reviewed the reconstruction proposal of Appleland Way from NE Asphalt. Project to start in July and will take 2-3 weeks to complete. Added this as a future agenda item for further review/approval. 
b) Chairman Van Asten will allow Joy Dance Ministries to continue their weekly practice at the town hall regardless if there’s a participating resident.
c) Board reviewed recycling bin after receiving it via email. Chairman Van Asten signed the recycling bin invoice from RPG to approve order and delivery of bins. 
d) Board reviewed finalized ATV route map after receiving it via email. OK to move forward with map as is. Suggestion presented by multiple residents to add UU to U to the route. Chairman Van Asten will reach out to the Town of Freedom to discuss this further.
e) A recent house fire in the township resulted in a heavy equipment charge to the fire department. Resident was billed for this expense. Board will discuss further if bill is sent to the town.	
f) Board verified culvert length limit of 30 feet. Will approve no less than 16 feet, but prefer 20 feet.
Future Agenda: Discuss/Approve NE Asphalt proposal for the reconstruction of Appleland Way. 
Adjournment: Motion by Supervisor Van Vreede to adjourn the meeting. Second by Supervisor Verhasselt. Motion carried. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried. Adjourned at 7:28 PM.
