 Town Board Meeting
January 12, 2026
Minutes


Chairman Van Asten called the Town Board Meeting to order at 6:28 PM; the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Attendees: Chairman Mike Van Asten, Supervisor Mike Van Vreede, Supervisor Bruce Verhasselt, Clerk/Treasurer Jennifer Burton, Asst EMS Chief, Fire Chief, and 4 Residents were present.

Agenda: Motion by Supervisor Van Vreede to adopt agenda as printed. Second by Supervisor Verhasselt. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried. 

Appointments: Motion by Chairman Mike Van Asten to approve the re-election of Fire Department Chief Shaun Simon for a two-year term (2026-2028). Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried. 

[bookmark: _Hlk219721700]Minutes: Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve the December 8, 2025 Amended Budget and Town Board minutes. Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.

Fire/EMR Report: Fire Chief Shawn Simon stated that there haven’t been any fire calls so far this year. As far as staff, one member stepped down and there is one new member. Asst EMS Chief Cory Swedberg stated that there have been 5 calls so far this year. Since Shane Robley will be stepping down as EMS Chief, there will be an election next week to appoint a new EMS Chief. Shane will remain on as an EMS member for 3 more years before officially retiring. We thank Shane Robley for his years of service as EMS Chief!

New Business: 
a) Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve the Conditional Use of parcel 130033800 as a Martial Arts Studio. The Conditional Use was previously approved by the Planning Commission at the January 7, 2026 meeting. Second by Supervisor Verhasselt. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
b) The Town Board discussed the color of the fire numbers within the township. Fire numbers should be to the left of the property driveway. Both Chief Simon and Asst Chief Swedberg indicated that there’s no issue with fire number visibility for the Fire/EMR staff. The cost of replacement would be approximately $15/sign. With over 500 properties within the township, the replacement cost would be over $7,500.00. The Board declined to change the fire number color at this time. 

Financial Summary:  Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve the monthly financial summary. Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.
Review/Approve Vouchers: Motion by Chairman Van Asten to approve credit card purchases, electronic payments, and check numbers 10753-10783 for a total of $24,440.91. Second by Supervisor Van Vreede. 3 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.

Reviewed Building Permits from Tom Smith: Pavlovich home alteration and Vanderloop – 6 additional buildings 







Public Participation:  Chairman Van Asten asked all who were present if a TV is needed at the Town Hall. Everyone agreed that a TV would not be needed. Most people use their phones or a laptop during a rental. Regarding the lights at the hall, Chairman Van Asten asked if it would make sense to remove all of the current lights or replace the bulbs with LEDs. Consensus is to replace the current bulbs with LEDs. Chairman Van Asten to call for estimates.
