The Red Rabbit is a charming, regionally famous, 1950s-era drive-in 
restaurant, opened by Sam and Marg Snyder in 1964, not far from the  
Clarks Ferry Bridge over the Susquehanna River in Duncannon, Pa. This 
menu is from 2018. 
 
It features servers who take orders from and serve the food to vehicles. 
It only operates in warm weather. If it has one signature dish it’s the 
French fries with “Bunny Dust”, a proprietary seasoned salt mix.
