Treasurer’s Report 

· Regular account balance as of July 16, 2015 is $14,805.83 with $2,142.05 in Capital Improvement account for a total balance of $16,947.88.
· One lot owner has not paid their 2015 annual dues of $250. 
New Business

· Landscaping Maintenance
Changes Proposed: Switch quarterly maintenance to semi-annual with Raindance.  Mike Carosco will weed & cut monthly or, 8 times excluding winter months at $100 per cut.  $200 will need to be added to budget.

Invoices will be pulled from Raindance and Mike Caroscoto get other prices for next year.
· Front Entrance Cameras
Two cameras were replaced as well as the hard drive and DVR.  This was a $633.00 replacement cost.  
· Sprinkler Repairs 
Sprinkler heads that were damaged were replaced for $100.00.  

· Budget

The board will look at budget revisions for next year.

· HOA Dues

We plan to discuss raising HOA dues from $250 to $275 annually to help cover future maintenance costs and neighborhood gatherings.  This will be addressed at the November meeting.

· Vandalism/Theft
Homeowners are being asked to call the St. Tammany Sheriff’s office at 985-898-2338 to report any criminal activity such as vandalism or theft instead of calling a board member.  The police need to be called to obtain a police report and are the ones who can properly handle these situations.  Sending out a notice e-mail to Tuscany homeowners is encouraged if the situation is something that you feel others need to be made aware.  You can also send an e-mail to Jen Macaluso at the below e-mail address, who can then forward the notice to all homeowners.

Jen Macaluso brought up the idea of possibly putting a sign at the entrance of the neighborhood stating that the neighborhood is monitored by video surveillance to help deter and future criminal activity.
· Phone List

A new phone and e-mail directory will be e-mailed out to all homeowners in the upcoming months.

· Drainage Issues

If a homeowner sees a blockage in their own ditch that is stopping the water flow, please scrape that area down to help prevent future drainage issues.

· Pets

If you walk your pets in the neighborhood, please make sure to pick up any waste left in other homeowners’ yards.  Dogs must be on a leash per parish law.

· Wine Tasting
