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As I write about FNA history, I cannot disregard 

the fact the seed was sewn by Ex. Nepali Ambas-

sador Mr. Kedar Bhakta Shrestha ( then First Sec-

retary ) in the early eighties when he visited Mr 

Ganga & Jasoda Bahadur's residence. Seeing a 

gathering of Nepalese from Jacksonville,Orlando 

and Gainesville, he suggested to the host that he 

should open one Nepalese association in Florida. 

This idea was floated for a few years, but there 

were some, like Srihari Shrestha, who were 

against it as would only bring divisiveness 

amongst the Nepalese, and since Nepalese were 

already organizing Dasain parties .  Now, eighteen 

years later, how true his words were!  

I give you a brief summary of FNA history in the 

making. Sometime in late 1991, Mr. Pramod 

Sharma called and requested Mr.Chunya Mali and 

others in Jacksonville to organize a get together of 

Nepalese in Jacksonville. 

Date : Nov, 2, 1991 

Place : Jacksonville  

Mr. Sharma spoke of  forming an association of 

Nepalese in Florida, specially an establishment of 

a Florida Chapter of ANA. I along with others were 

very vocal against opening a chapter of ANA  in-

stead of an independent organization. There was 

even a vote taken by a show of hands and it was 

obvious that those who wanted   an independent 

association in Florida won hands down. This mat-

ter should have been closed then, but Mr. Sharma 

and others saw it just the opposite. As the discus-

sion got very heated an AD Hoc Committee was 

formed under the chairmanship of Dr. Shailendra 

Shukla.There were nine members in the commit-

tee.  

On Dec. 26,1991, Mr. Tilak Shrestha, a member of 

Ad Hoc Committee and an advocate of ANA Chap-

ter, wrote to the Chairman suggesting he hold a 

meeting of the Ad Hoc Committee so 

the members could work towards 

defining the nature of the organiza-

tion and other such matters.  

 

Date : February 23, 1992. 

Time : 10:00 AM  

Place : Dr. Shukla,s residence. 

The chairman convened the meeting in 

the presence of all the AD Hoc Commit-

tee members.The committee unani-

mously voted me as the Vice President 

and Mr. Tilak Shrestha as the general 

secretary. Mr. Tilak Shrestha,s Dec 

26.1991 letter was discussed and his 

proposal regarding the nature of the 

association, i. e. whether to make the 

Association a chapter of ANA or an in-

dependent organization and that 

a. The decision  be taken by the gen-

eral body of the Nepalese people, not 

by the committee.  

b. The Committee should inform the 

general body about the pro and con of 

the issue 

c. The committee should decide and 

implement the procedure of gathering 

vote from the general body for the de-

cision of the issue. 

As an overwhelming majority of Nepal-

ese in Jacksonville had already voted 

down the ANA Chapter issue, the com-

mittee also voted to deny the proposals 

( 6  to 3 ).  

 

The decision was then taken to estab-

lish an independent organization with 

the provision that   the Association 

could choose in the future to affiliate 

with ANA. Dr. Ramesh Shrestha pro-

posed the name of the Association as 

FLORIDA - NEPAL ASSO-

CIATION. This motion was 

accepted by 4 to 3 as two 

abstained. 

The committee also deliber-

ated the draft constitution 

prepared by the Chairman 

and unanimously passed 

with some minor changes. 

It is also to be noted that 

the issue of proxy/mail vot-

ing was discussed and was 

decided to put it in the back 

burner.The committee also 

asked the chairman to form 

a Nominating Committee. It 

is also to be noted that a 

Nepali poem, SANSKRITI, 

recited by Mrs. Saroj Shukla 

during the deliberations 

is  the official slogan of 

FNA, which many you of 

may not know. She was 

also roped in to be a mem-

ber of the Publication Board 

in 1995. I did run the or-

ganization for two terms as 

requested, and also I 

wanted to strengthen the 

very foundation of FNA.  
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The ANA Chapter advocates who were 

voted down were still not through. A let-

ter was sent to the chairman on August 

10, 1992 to take the issue of   the chap-

ter to the gathering of Oct 3, 1992. A 

petition was filed on Sept. 3, 1992 on the 

same subject. They also wanted a refer-

endum within six months as per the let-

ter of September 25, 1992. And on Sep-

tember 29, 1992, three of these advo-

cates of an ANA chapter and members of 

the Ad Hoc Committee resigned. In the 

meanwhile, I had already declared my 

candidacy for the Presidency and formed 

my own team.  Date : October 3, 1992 

Place : Cory Village, University of Florida, 

Gainesville. Phoolpati day in Nepal. It 

was also pouring rain on that day.   

Dr. Shailendra Shukla, Chairman, Ad Hoc 

Committee filed his report and explained 

to the general assembly all that had 

transpired since November 2, 1991. Mr. 

Tilak Shrestha stood to challenge me 

from the floor. In his campaign speech 

he explained why he was a candidate for 

a Chapter of ANA  while I reiterated   in 

my campaign speech that I stood for an 

independent Florida-Nepal Association 

and that basically no one from the North 

was going to dictate to us what we 

should or should not do. There were de-

bates and heated counter speeches. Fi-

nally, an election was held and I was 

declared the winner with a 60 percent 

mandate. I thus became the first democ-

ratically elected president of Florida-

Nepal Association. My Executive mem-

bers were:

By February 1993 FNA was officially 

registered with the State of Florida as 

FLORIDA-NEPAL ASSOCIATION,INC. 

Amendments to the By-Laws was 

passed unanimously by the general 

assembly during the first FNA gather-

ing ( Chief guest was Mrs. Cynthia 

Chestnut ) for the Nepali New Year, 

2050. This was necessary in order be a 

non-profit organization with IRS and 

get tax exempt status under section 

501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue 

Code which was eventually granted 

later on in 1994.These were the top 

priorities of mine and the executive 

members. Some important milestones 

during my reign:  

1.Getting officially recognized by the 

governor of Florida, Lawton Chiles, 

state representative and senators 

like Connie Mack, mayor of Gaines-

ville and blessed by the likes of Su-

preme Leader, Mr. Ganesh Man 

Singh and Mr. Girija Pradas Koirala, 

prime minister of Nepal.  

2. Presenting a cheque of $ 1266.00 

my the Vice President Baburam Adhi-

kari to Mr. Girija Prasad Koirala, the 

Prime minister of Nepal for The 

Prime Minister's Relief Fund. This 

was triggered by seeing images and 

faces of the flood victims of the 

monsoon of July-August ,1993.I per-

sonally called each member and got 

a pledge to donate. This was my 

most satisfying moment.  

3.Hold two meetings for all Nepalese 

in Florida : Nepali New Year and 

Dasain 

4. In order to attract the children for 

Dasain I decided to wrap presents so 

that they will look forward to Dasain 

like Christmas. 

5. While our first Bi -Annual Meeting 

had Mrs. Cynthia Chestnut as the 

Chief Guest, the first Dasain saw the 

Ambassador of Nepal to US., Mr. Yog 

Prasad Upadhya, as the Guest of 

Honor. I remember him for his long 

speech. 

6. The passing of the baton, in this 

case, the Khukri, with names of past 

presidents engraved. All these tradi-

tions still continue.

Volume 19, Issue 1                            January 2011  

  
Florida  Nepal Association  

 

 

http://www.floridanepal.org


 

Thirteen years ago when I 

moved to Florida from Colo-

rado with my family our first 

introduction to the Florida Nepal 

Association was something we 

really appreciated as it was the 

best medium to make friends and be part of the Florida 

Nepali community. As my family always liked to travel we 

did not have problem befriending with all Floridians quickly.  

Friendly by nature and with ôcan doõ attitude, I was put to 

test to lead the FNA for two years at 2002 Annual gather-

ing in Jacksonville. As I always believed it was not a one per-

son job or effort to conduct businesses of an organization, 

it was a team work; and I had the best of it. My support and 

executive committee membersõ names can be found in the 

newsletters from Jan 2003 to October 2004 on our web-

site, www.floridanepal.org . During my tenure, we had regu-

lar meetings on the Nepali New Years and Annual Dashain 

gatherings. These gatherings brought out various cultural 

talents and many educational and informational programs. In 

addition to these annual programs, The Nepal Study Forum 

(initiated by Dr. Sunder Shrestha) had many interactive pro-

grams (moderated by Archana Kattel) of which few are 

noteworthy mentioning:  

1.  Experience and Issues of Women Living in America 

2.  Parenting in multicultural environment ð expectation, 

conflict, and strength 

3.  Youth View Point of Growing up in America with Multi-

cultural Environment 

4.  Experiences in Nepal ð presented by Ms. Elizabeth 

Cohen of Hollywood, Florida. 

 

Those programs were always supported and participated by 

all Nepalese in Florida. Besides those programs, there were 

few noteworthy items during the same time. Those were; 

Visit by important people :  

Kedar Bhakta Shrestha ð HE Ambassador to USA at the 

time of visit. 

Madan Krishna Shrestha -- Nepalõs well known artist and  

activist.Yog Prasad Upadhyay -- Nepalõs seasoned diplomat 

(Ambassador to USA in early 90õs) and a politician. 

Fund raising activities : Those two years were very 

successful in fundraising for community support. 

Chhetrapati Free Clinic  -- raised and sent $1500.00 to 

support cost of the medicines and equipments for the 

clinic to provide free service to the needy patients in Ne-

pal. The fund was handed over to the Clinic by Dharma 

Khanal, the then Executive Member; it was published on 

the Rising Nepal on July 14, 2003 issue. Past president 

Tirtha Mali took the lead on this. 

Samrita Lohani fund  ð raised and sent $2323.00 in 

support toward the cost of Samrita Lohaniõs kidney trans-

plant. Samrita Lohani had lost both of her kidneys while 

she was a graduate student in Connecticut. Fund raising 

was carried out in leadership of several community mem-

bers in Florida. 

School Project (Shree Sankhadevi High School in Nu-

wakot District) -- Approximately, $10,000 was raised to 

support infrastructure building of the school. Fund raising 

was done through various programs (selling of greeting 

cards designed by 3rd grader Maya Lamsal, Golf Tour or-

ganized in leadership of Rajeeb Lamsal, and contributions 

by FNA members). Mr. Baburam Adhikary oversaw the 

expenses of fund and now the school has building of its 

own and all necessary furniture. The Lamsal family had 

been instrumental in this effort. 

These were the highlights during my tenure of two years 

as president of the Florida Nepal Association. I hope, we 

can make this ôour organizationõ more conducive and en-

ergetic in the future to come. Thanks to FNA for giving 

me this opportunities to highlight the FNA activities that I 

was deeply involved with. 

The highlights of Florida Nepal Association During

Dashain party was held in 
West Palm Beach. A new FNA 
Executive Committee was 

formed under the presidency of Mr. Sanjay Ba-
jracharya.

July 26, 2009 ɀ Bhutanese Nepalese refugee Mr. Hari 
Adhikari was robbed and shot dead in Jackson-
ville. The suspect felon was arrested on July 30 in 
Jacksonville. FNA organized a fund raising pro-
gram to help the family of Mr. Adhikari and 
raised more than 1000 dollars and handed the 
money to the Adhikari family.

January 12, 2010 - A powerful earthquake with a 
magnitude of 7.0 in the Richter scale hit 
neighboring country Haiti. FNA organized a fund 
raising program and requested its members and 
friends to donate money to the Haiti Relief fund. 

April 17, 2010 - Nepali New Year 2067 celebration 
picnic was held in Orlando. Around 100 partici-
pants attended the picnic.

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FNA held the annual Dashain Party in Jacksonville, FL on  

October 30th this year. Each year, Nepalese living all over 

Florida join together to celebrate the biggest Hindu holiday. This year 

may have been one of the largest gatheringsñwith almost 400 at-

tending! Conveniently our venue was at Landmark Middle School. 

This is quite different from any other location we have had before, 

and it gave us plenty of room for all of our guests. The school had a 

soccer field for sports, a large cafeteria which made dining comfort-

able, and an auditorium with a spacious stage. 

The program began in the morning with the soccer dedi-

cated to the Abi Kattel Memorial Foundation and volleyball games. 

The rest of the program began early in the evening. Floridian Nepal-

ese came ready to celebrate the festival dressed in beautiful saris, 

colorful kurta suruwals, bakhu and daura suruwals. The program 

started with community discussions and the election for the next 

FNA Executive Body. This election was historic for the FNA 

because a woman president was elected for the first time in 

18 years! After a delicious dinner catered by Masala Restaurant, the 

much anticipated cultural program began. This yearõs theme of the 

cultural program was òSaya Thari Baja Autai Taló which in English 

translates to òHundred Types of Instruments with Only One Rhythm.ó 

The theme of the cultural program was chosen in order to showcase the 

diversity in our culture.
