While hard-sided coolers
are not allowed in the parks, small soft-sided
cooler are allowed. Loose ice is not allowed so be
sure to have reusable ice packs or if possible
freeze your water ahead of time.

What is the best way to get these snacks and
water...grocery delivery.! Both Universal and
Disney resorts allow for grocery delivery and if
you have a vehicle head to a grocery store and
stock up.

A quick water tip: most places that have fountain
soda also offer free ice water. This is offered at
both Disney and Universal. Or, bring a water
bottle and fill up at a water filling station or water
fountain!
