A Brief History: 1895 - 2017

On August 10, the year 1895 a resolution was passed in the Cedar Grove Association as follows:  Whereas, we as members and churches composing the Cedar Grove Association have grown to such magnitude that it has become burdensome upon any one community or church to support us in our present condition.  We have become convinced that we would secure much better results by dividing our forces, because of the personal inconveniences necessitated by our pastors and messengers in having to struggle over mountains and across valleys, through gorges and chasms; Therefore be it resolved: 1) That we be and are hereby divided into two separate associations, with the Lynchburg and Durham Railroad as the line; 2) That the churches west of said line retain the name Cedar Gove Association; 3) That the property known as the Cedar Gove Academy be retained by the Cedar Grove Association, as long as kept for school purposes, and if sold the Eastern Association shall have equal part of the proceeds in accordance to the valuation of the property at the present time; 4) That nothing herein contained shall prevent churches on either side of said line from becoming member so the Association on the opposite side of said line.  These resolutions were respectfully submitted by the Rev. J.R. Cozart.  After thirty minutes of debate and discussion they were accepted.  Thus The East Cedar Grove Association sprang into being August 10, 1895.  The first officers to serve in the Association were:  Reverend A. R. Satterfield, Moderator, Reverend J.M. Taylor, Vice Moderator, Reverend H. G Tilley, Corresponding Secretary, Reverend J. R. Cozart, Statistician, and Deacon Day, Treasurer.

The mission of East Cedar Grove is “to teach Christianity based on the Holy Bible; preach inspirational sermons for living; encourage wholesome family values; provide leadership training for members and support local and foreign mission.”  The goals and objectives of The Association are: to provide the arena and the instrumentality for member churches and auxiliaries to work corporately and cooperatively around the following concerns:1) spiritual fellowship; 2) responding to the needs of members and member churches; 3)religious education in member churches; 4) assistance to persons in member churches who are attempting to peruse Higher Education; 5) concerted action to enhance the quality of life and opportunity for persons in our communities; 6) maintenance and wise use of the Association’s properties and resources; 7) providing Christian and sympathetic assistance and counsel to churches which may seek the same from the Association and 8) to support affiliates that include the General Baptist Convention of NC, the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A. and the Lott Carey Convention.  Member churches are to uphold and teach Baptist doctrine, forms of worship and polity.  The motto of the Association is ““Christian Diversity with Unity in Christ.”

East Cedar Gove Missionary Baptist Association is composed of member churches and auxiliaries (originally 42 member churches) in Durham, Granville, Orange, Person and Wake Counties in North Carolina.  Its Auxiliaries include: 1) Ministers, Deacons and Deaconess Union; 2) Woman’s Auxiliary (Youth and Young Adult Departments), 3) Congress of Christian Education; 4) Layman’s League, 5) Usher’s Department, 6) Music Department and Spouses of Ministers.
Polity in the Association rests with: 1) elected officials lead by the Moderator; 2) an Executive Board of Directors and 3) member churches acting as the final decision-making authority of the Association. The Association operates under its Constitution and By-laws. Officers are elected for a term of four years without succession of themselves by delegates at the business and worship sessions held annually in January and July.

Ronald Booker; Lattisville Grove Baptist Church, Rev. George Crews III; Lawson Chapel Baptist Church, Rev. Dr. Langston Logan; Ledge Rock Baptist Church, Rev. Nathaniel Fuller; Lee’s Chapel Baptist Church, Rev. T.E. Taylor; Mount Calvary Baptist Church, Rev. Dr. James Smith; Mount Level Baptist Church, Rev. Dr. William C. . Delegates to the Annual Session of the Association shall bring a report from their churches indicating
the number of members, number baptized, received by letter, received on Christian experience,
restored, expelled or deceased, since the last Annual Session.

All member churches should be sent a registration form prior to the Annual Session.

. (THE BUDGET COMMITTEE) shall be appointed by the Executive Board prior to the Mid-Year Session
of the Association. The Financial Secretary and Treasurer shall be permanent members of the Finance Committee.

. The Audit Committee shall be a standing committee appointed by the Executive Board for internal audit,
(BUT AN ANNUAL AUDIT SHALL BE CONDUCTED EVERY FOUR YEARS).

(THE EXECUTIVE BOARD MUST MEET SIX (6) TIMES A YEAR).

ARTICLE - X - REGISTRATION AND PROCEDURES
CHURCHES / AUXILIARIES

. Churches shall (Be ALLOWED FIVE (5) DELEGATES AND PASTOR).

- Churches which fail to support the financial objectives and programs of the Association for two (2) successive
Annual Sessions shall be contacted to determine member status.

1. An Ad Hoc Committee appointed by the Executive Board will be responsible for member status; do an evaluation
and report findings to the Executive Board.

2. The Executive Board shall make its report at the Annual Session of the Association,

. The Executive Board may request a meeting with any Auxiliary whose objectives and programs are
inconsistent with those of the Association. The Executive Board shall make its recommendations at any session.

ARTICLE - XI - CATECIZING / ORDAINING COUNCIL

. The Association shall have a Cateciting Council consisting of not less than five, nor more than nine ordained
Ministers selected by the Moderator and approved by the Association. The Moderator shall serve as an

Exofficio member of the council.
Churches desiring to have a candidate examined must declare their intent by letter to the chair of the catecizing

at least thirty (30) days prior to the annual session. Candidates for catechizing must be a member of a church
within the Association and meet at least one of the following criteria;

1. A graduate of an accredited Theological Seminary School.

2. Licensed to preach for at least two (2) years and a member of the church in the Association for two(2)
years.

3. To receive a call to Pastor or serve as in an Institutional Ministry.

. The Catecizing Council shall examine Ministers who have been recommended by a letter signed by the Pastor
AND CLERK OF THE CHURCH. IN THE ABSENCE OF THE PASTOR, TNHE LETTERMAY BE SIGNED BY THE CHAIR OF THE DEACON
BOARD AND CLERK OF THE CHURCH. A WRITTEN EXAMINATION SHALL BE ADMINISTERED BY THE ORDAINING COUNCIL.
EXAMINATION SHALL BE ADMINISTERED BY THE ORDAINING COUNCIL OF THE ASSOCIATION.

- IN'THE EVENT A MINISTER IN A MEMBER CHURCH OF THE ASSOCIATION WHO HAS NOT BEEN ORDAINED RECEIVES
A PASTORAL CALL OR TO SERVE IN A INSTITUTIONAL MINISTRY, THE CHURCH MAY PETITION (THE ORDAINING
COUNCIL) TO CALL A SPEC IAL MEETING TO CONSIDER THE CHURCH’S REQUEST.

. CANDIDATES WHO SATISFACTORILY COMPLETE THE CATECHIZING EXAMINATION SHALL BE RECOMMENDED BY
THE ASSOCIATION FOR ORDAINATION . CANDIDATES SHALL BE GIVEN THE OPTION OF PARTICIPATING IN THE
ORDAINATION ' SERVICE OF THE ASSOCIATION OR WITH THE APPROVAL OF THEIR PASTOR ELECT TO HAVE AN
ORDAINATION SERVICE AT THEIR LOCAL CHURCH.

. THE CANDIDATE SHALL RECEIVE A CERTIFICATE WHICH SPECIFIES THAT THE LICENSE ISSUED BY THE
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Association is valid only in a Missionary Church.

ARTICLE - XII - OPERATING YEAR

C. THE TREASURER SHALL SUBMIT A COMPLETE RECORD OF ALL FUNDS COLLECTED AND SPENT AT THE END

THE CHAIRPERSON OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD shall share in the administration and leadership of the
Association by presiding at special meetings, providing counsel to pastor and churches, helping 10 maintain spiritual,
financial and organization integrity, and promoting and supporting the Association in Conventions and other religious
organizations.

THE BUDGET COMMITTEE shall obtain a proposed - annual budget from the Moderator, Presidents of Auxiliaries

The Moderator’s Recommendations 2014
