Fiscally, TMP is in a strong position, having completed its seventh consecutive net positive year, and fulfilling a
strategic goal of having an operating reserve equivalent to one year’s expenses. Our Board is 10 members
strong, with community members contributing their professional experience from the fields of addiction,
counseling, nonprofit, finance, education, fitness, and the Roaring Fork Valley community.

And there is more on the horizon! Our 2026 ambitions include:

e Expand & Diversify Programming: Increase special events and more alternatives to traditional 12-step
meetings

e Combat Stigma: Raise awareness of The Meeting Place within the broader community, including healthcare
professionals and first responders.

e Focus on Mind, Body, Spirit: Building upon the success of our Yoga for People in Recovery program, we'll
be collaborating on community initiatives that combine addiction recovery with physical fitness

e Continue Addressing Accessibility: TMP will launch a Transportation Assistance program to provide free
bus tickets for those needing transportation to recovery meetings.
Volunteer Opportunities: More formalized community and volunteer opportunities.
Expand our Little Free Recovery Library: Include more alternative recovery resources and Spanish-
language materials; add a second “floating” library within the community.

e Improve Our Space: Continue enhancing our physical environment to reflect the welcoming and
supportive recovery community
