Our journey to the deep South begins as we travel through the Midwest with 
comfort stops and a break for lunch along the way.

Tuesday, May 10            Nashville, TN

known for the oldest registered distillery dating from 1866 - the Jack Daniel’s Distillery.  We will be able to observe each step of the 
Tennessee whiskey-making art, including Jack Daniel’s charcoal-mellowing process, perfected over a century ago.  Lunch will be in 
Lynchburg before entering the history-filled and beautiful state of Georgia for our overnight stay at the Drury Inn & Suites in Marietta. 

Thursday, May 12                                                                  Morrow, GA             
A local guide introduces us to Atlanta, a sprawling, cosmopolitan city and the capital of Georgia.  Experience the fascinating history of 
the world’s most famous soft drink at the World of Coca-Cola. Enjoy “In Search of the Secret Formula” before seeing the bottling 
process and sampling over 60 different flavors of the classic beverage from around the world.  Next we are offered a once-in-a-lifetime 
tour into the heart of the global headquarters of CNN.   The “Inside CNN Tour” is your backstage pass to the “most trusted name in 
news”.   Following a day of sight-seeing we will relax at the Drury Inn & Suites just outside of Atlanta for our overnight stay.    

Friday, May 13                                                    Savannah, GA          
After a full buffet breakfast we will visit Macon, Georgia, the song and soul of the South with azaleas, dogwoods, and more than 
200,000 Yoshino Cherry Trees.  We will visit the Hay House, considered the most advanced antebellum building in America for its 
style and craftsmanship - one of “America’s Castles”.  After lunch we will continue on to Savannah, one of the South’s oldest and most 
graceful cities, featuring an entirely restored area registered as a National Historic Landmark.  Tonight we’ll enjoy an included dinner at 
the Pirates’ House, a unique, historic tavern dating back to 1753. Our hotel for the next two nights is the Holiday Inn Express, located in 
the Historic District of Savannah, GA.  

Saturday, May 14           Savannah, GA                
Enjoy breakfast at our hotel and then the entire day is yours to explore Savannah.  When you step aboard the charming Old Town 
Trolley the conductor will inform you of the history and stories that shaped the first city in Georgia. You are free to hop on and hop off 
at each of the 16 planned stops and visit historic landmarks, museums and shops.  Don’t miss out on a favorite experience, the American 
Prohibition Museum.  The Roaring Twenties are brought back to life with over 20 “intoxicating “ exhibits!  Take time to relax in                 
several of  Savannah’s squares, filled with fountains, statues and lush vegetation.  Return to the Holiday Inn Express at your leisure.                  

Sunday, May 15                                                                                                                                                     Charleston, SC                 
A late morning departure takes us to the charming and unique village of Beaufort, where the only way to see the beautiful, old Southern 
mansions is with a pleasant ride by carriage. After lunch we will make our way to Charleston, literally a living museum which features 
789 acres of historical beauty reflecting its 300 year old history.  A local step-on guide leads us through Charleston and its historic 
district.  Our overnight accommodations are at the Hampton Inn located in the Historic District of Charleston.
