After breakfast we will travel to an authentic Western town, the once 
mining Ghost Town of Oatman, where the “wild” burros wander and 
greet tourists.  It might be wise to bring a few carrots with you, as these 
“citizens” beg for hand-outs all day long. This afternoon we’ll wind our 
way for 90 minutes on the Colorado River aboard the Celebration River 
Cruise; while the Captain tells tales of Laughlin’s history.  There’s 
always something to do in Laughlin, and this evening you may want to 
enjoy the beautiful, three mile Riverwalk, connecting major casinos and 

making the entertainment district easy to explore on foot.  The 
hotel is yours to enjoy at your leisure.

Thursday, March 5                       Cameron, AZ        
Our travels today include gazing at the immense beauty of the 
Grand Canyon.  The IMAX Theater at the Visitor Center presents 
a short documentary, “Grand Canyon – the Hidden Secrets”, 
inspiration guaranteed!  We’ll continue driving through Grand 
Canyon National Park while making our way to our overnight 
accommodations at the Cameron Trading Post where the sunset 
views, the people and a culture unlike anywhere else invite us to 
experience the Southwest.
