DO WE REALLY WANT JESUS TO RETURN?

We all must ask ourselves this question. The answer that we give may at first be, “oh yes we want Jesus to return,” but as you look deeper into our Spirit we may find that there are some areas of our lives that the Lord may show us that we are not ready and we really do not want Jesus to come back.   On the other hand I believe that if we are filled with the Spirit, meaning that every area of our life is cleansed and our temples clean, we will be as Paul said in 2 Timothy 4:8 “Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will give to me on that Day, and not to me only but also to all who have loved His appearing.”

If we are struggling with strongholds in our lives we will be fearful and ashamed at His appearing. This is the enemy’s deception to keep us bound to the sin that ensnares us.

An example of a stronghold that can go unnoticed is the story of a Christian who is stopped by a policeman who tells him that he has a blown headlight and the response of the man is Oh I have a blown headlight! And the policeman says yes you need to get it fixed and the man replies ok I will thanks. He drives on and feels a tug from the Holy Spirit that says you told a lie. The man says to the Holy Spirit no I told the truth. Yes he told the truth but he was not honest that’s the point. He knew he had a blown headlight and by saying it in that way was dishonest. If we are not 100% honest in everything we think say and do we are deceiving ourselves and causing the Holy Spirit to grieve and the Lord Jesus to weep.

Are we ready for the Lord to return? What if Father God is holding back because of the lack of preparations and the selfishness of our hearts and lives? Jesus said to the Jews that He would not return till they say, “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD.” Matthew 21:9. (Baruch Ha Ba, Ba Shem Adonai)  If we will look for the Blessed hope of His return having our lamps filled with oil then we shall live in earnest expectation that will reach the throne of Father God and maybe Jesus will soon return.
