Skeleton key – 
cabernet sauvignon 
A soulful full body wine. A beautiful deep 
ruby color packed with flavors of oak, leather, 
pecan, mulberry & a smooth spice finish.

Flavors range from red to black fruit with a dose 
of black licorice, vanilla, dark chocolate, 
espresso, & smoke with notes of cardamom & 
brown spices.

Bright purple in color. Late-harvest blackberry and ripe plum tastes follow a nose blackberry fruit, cola, 
and mocha.

Lost draw- arroyo blanco 
Zesty Blend of Alabarino, Chenin Blanc, 
Viognier, & Roussanne. Refreshing medium 
bodied wine with a crisp acidity on the palate. 
Aromas of orange blossom and honeysuckle 
fused with flavors of apricot, sweet almond & 
crisp apple. Grown in Terry County Texas in 
2018.

William chris - mary ruth 
Dry, with illusion of sweet because of vivid 
fruit, but zero residual sugar. Clean, vibrant, 
good acidity (3.4 pH). Tart, crisp, & refreshing 
with bright, citrus-forward fruit. No tannin 
or oak. Blend of muscato blanc, blanc du bois, 
malvasia bianca. Bottled in 2020 in Hye, 
Texas

 Skeleton key- sauvignon blanc 
A dry refreshing wine that carries the standard 
flavor and aroma profiles of a savvy b.  With 
aromas of fresh cut grass and citrus, they carry 
over to the palate with a clean refreshing citrus 
flavor and high acidity. Bottled in 2020.

  Grower project – albarino` 
A light-bodied dry white wine. It’s loved for its 
high acidity, refreshing citrus flavors, & 
subtle saltiness. For seafood lovers, it’s a 
fantastic choice for pairing with dishes like 
ceviche, fish tacos, seafood pasta, & shrimp.

This is 
a 2018 wine out of Athens, Texas.

Roussanne 
Roussanne is noted for floral aromatics and a 
refreshing acidity. Notes of lemon, apricots, 
beeswax and cantaloupe with a clean finish. 
Bottled in 2019 in Hye, Texas.

A refreshing and wonderful white wine with a 
hint of sweetness. Displays orchard flavors of 
apple & peach.

A Texas white wine from Henderson County vineyards in Murchison, Texas. Fruit forward but backs 

off subtly to reveal the work that went into making this excellent and very different sweet wine.

A fresh white wine blend with flavors of apple  
and honey. Light, crisp, & smooth.

A Sweet Rose’ with notes of strawberry, honeydew 
melon, and watermelon, makes for a perfect 
sunny, relaxing afternoon drink. 
A Texas High Plains grape, grown in Brownfield, 
Texas.

Silver spur-aglianico rosé 
Aglianico Rose’ has intense red fruit flavors of 
strawberry & raspberry. This beautiful 2021 
rose’ has a full body mouthfeel with firm tannins 
& balanced acidity.
