Minutes:

Budget: Colin Barnes asked about an item on the Itemized budget. Where did the earnings come from in 2020 if we waived everyone’s dues? Dean Hutchings told him that some people paid anyway; and we credited their dues for this year. April Bible said she paid twice. Dean will credit her for next year’s dues. Nick Nolte asked about mailing or bringing the dues down in person. Dean said it would be better to mail them. Kim raised the motion to accept the budget, Troy Taylor seconded, Motion passed
Covenant’s progress: Dean Hutchings reported that he contacted a lawyer to discuss the Covenants. The lawyer recommended an Architectural Committee be established to review and approve new houses and outbuildings being built in the neighborhood. Leiah Anderson Judge, Nick Nolte and Aaron Bible volunteered to be on the committee. Colin Barnes then asked whether the Architectural Committee would answer to the board. Dean reported that a resident could always appeal to the board if they felt the committee was incorrect and that the Board needs to be kept up to date. Aaron Bible asked if the POA could prevent the government from buying up other houses in the neighborhood and make them Section 8 Housing. There was some discussion on that. Another discussion ensued on how to deal with the high cost of wooden fence post since they are required by the covenants. Dean Hutchings suggested the Architectural committee could address that. Troy Taylor brought forth the motion to establish an Architectural Committee as stated and Leiah Anderson Judge seconded it. The motion passed.
Board nominations: Nick Nolte nominated Leiah Anderson Judge and Aaron Bible seconded it. Nick Nolte nominated April Bible and Leiah Anderson Judge seconded it. Both board members were elected, and Troy Taylor retired from the board. That brought the new board to 5 members.
Old business: Dean said that most of the old business had been settled with the forming of the new committee; and that put any covenant changes on hold for the time being. The motion to accept the old business by Nick Nolte and Troy Taylor was passed.
New Business: Dean brought up that they needed to talk to the city about the drainage problem at the bottom of Forrest Street. Dean also brought up the annual dumpster cleanup in the neighborhood and Aaron Bible suggested they ask the city about using their dumpsters and paying the fee to the city. The residents could show ID and then the POA would pick up the tab. Aaron Bible said he would contact the city about using the city dump.
Nick Nolte made a motion for the meeting to be adjourned and Leiah Anderson Judge Seconded it. Meeting was adjourned.
