


 WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 23, 2025

The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on September 23, 2025.  Present were Supervisors Paul Saber and Donald Wilver, Jr., Township Secretary Michelle Finck and Township Solicitor Jason Brudecki, Esq.  Also in attendance were Clint Heintzelman, Owen Heintzelman (BS Troop 600), Joshua Martz (BS Troop 600) and his parents, David Mull and Dale Nonemaker from the White Deer Community Park, Steve Wilver, Nathaniel Gearhart, and Bruce & Marge Musser.  Supervisor Carroll Diefenbach was not present due to being on vacation.

The minutes from the August 26, 2025 meeting were approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber.  

PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the bill sheet dated September 23, 2025 totaling $61,985.43.  $13,400 was a DCED LSA Grant Payment received for the Whtie Deer Community Park and $30,215.68 was the fire relief payment for 2025 given to the Fire Company.

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS
Alley Vacation Map
Mr. Heintzelman shared that the current map outlining the vacated alleys and roads in the Township needs updated.  He reached out to Nathaniel Gearhart about the possibility of getting an updated map prepared.  Discussion ensued.  This agenda item was tabled until October’s meeting since Supervisor Diefenbach was absent.

DCED Grant Application for Playground Equipment
A grant application has been submitted for a DCED LSA grant for $150,000 to install updated play equipment at the park.  The grant window closes November 30, 2025.  Discussion ensued regarding the current play equipment at the park.


ZONING AND PLANNING
No plans needed reviewed.

SOLICITOR/SUPERVISOR/OTHER COMMENTS
Chestnut Alley
Mr. Brudecki shared that he reviewed his files and it was determined there was no evidence that Chestnut Alley was dedicated to or accepted by the Township.  The alley is not used by the public and is not maintained by the Township.  It was determined that a letter was sent to Ricky Keister back on September 2, 2022 by Solicitor Matson stating that the alley was not a public alley and the owners of the lots adjacent to the alley are the owners of that portion of the alley.  The letter suggested working out a written agreement between the property owners to allow the Keisters to utilize the portion of the alley to gain access to the back yard of their property.  Any further discussion to vacate this alley was tabled until an update was received by the property owners.  No further update regarding such an agreement was ever received by the Township or the Solicitor.  Mr. Brudecki will reach out to the property owners again in an effort to get an update, giving them a deadline of October 30th as well as inviting them to attend the October Board Meeting if they wish to further discuss the issue.  Mr. Brudecki shared that we can then take official action to vacate this alley so that there is a formal clean record of the vacation.

Ridge Road Crypto Currency Special Exception Zoning Hearing
Mr. Brudecki shared that Solicitor Marty Wilson has prepared his final decision to be sent to the Township to obtain the required signatures.  The applicant has 30 days to appeal the decision.  Mr. Brudecki shared that he has filed a motion for summary judgement with the County and the Court would most likely merge this and the injunctive relief together.

Mr. Brudecki added that he is working on a draft of an ordinance addressing crypto currency and data centers to reviewed at October’s meeting.  

PUBLIC COMMENT
Owen Heintzelman was in attendance to request the Township’s support in repainting the canon and the pavilion above the cannon at the park as his Eagle Scout project.  Mr. Wilver and Mr. Saber were in agreement for Owen to move forward with this project and ask that the paint for the pavilion match the color of the garage at the park.  Joshua Martz was in attendance to request the Township’s support for his Eagle Scout project which would include tearing down the bleachers and clean and repaint the dugout and concession stand at the Southside ball field.  Mr. Wilver and Mr. Saber were in agreement with this project as well and suggested that the paint match the other dugout.  Mr. Wilver encouraged both scouts and shared that this is great opportunity to develop their leadership skills.

David Mull of the White Deer Park Association was in attendance to share about the upcoming Big Foot and Blue Grass Festival.  Dale Nonemaker was also in attendance to share an update on the progress of the renovations.  

Mr. Heintzelman shared that he received a call from Zach Cawley asking to close the street that runs in front the Civic Center for a fundraiser that will consist of over 200 motorcycles as well as food trucks scheduled for Sunday, September 28th.  Discussion ensued.  Mr. Heintzelman will reach back out to him. 

ADJOURNMENT
With no other business to discuss, a motion was made by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber to adjourn.
