BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA
March 24, 2020
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on March 24, 2020 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert, Donald Wilver, Jr; and Secretary Ellie Koveleskie. Solicitor Peter Matson was not present. The minutes of the February 25, 2020 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and seconded by Mr. Wilver, the Board of the Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated March 24, 2020 totaling $96,040.25.  
OLD BUSINESS
· Mr. Diefenbach purchased two tables for voter registration individuals who had requested them for the Presidential Primary. 
· Mr. Diefenbach and Mr. Wilver attended the White Deer Fire Company Dinner on March 7, 2020 and presented them with a $50,000.00 check for the new engine fund.
· Mr. Diefenbach was to attend the meeting for the new improved playground/park at the Community Center in New Columbia. However, Matthew Jones of the New Columbia Civic Association had postponed the meeting because of the Covid-19 pandemic.  No new date had been given at this time.

NEW BUSINESS
· Mr. Diefenbach opened the Bid Packages that were presented to us by 6 pm on March 24, 2020.  The Paving Bid was won by Big Rock Paving.  A motion was made by Mr. Diefenbach to award Big Rock Paving the bid and was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.  The Bids we received are as follows:

· Mr. Diefenbach presented a proposed ordinance from the Central Keystone COG.

The ordinance is called Vacant Property Registration Ordinance and PA Act 90

 ( VPRO ).  Mr. Seibert will look over the proposed ordinance and we will discuss it at the next meeting.
· Mr. Diefenbach presented a letter from Nolt of Nolt Broiler House. Mrs. Koveleskie had sent him a second bill in order to receive the money due for Larson Design inspecting his Broiler House.  Mr. Nolt was upset that the inspection was done without notification per a note he sent with his check. Bell & Evans has a very strict biosecure policy, which he stated was not followed by Larson Design. Mr. Nolt stated that he would NOT pay another bill if policy is not followed next time.
Mr. Diefenbach will reach out to Mr. Matson in regards to obtaining a required timeline to present to Mr. Nolt that he would be required to meet or face financial consequences.  He is also going to reach out to Mr. Matson regarding the situation with Sunny Lane and the difficulty Christian Burns is having with Mr. Pfleegor.  Mr. Burns wants to receive a highway occupancy permit to allow his driveway to enter the roadway in a better location so that he may safely enter and exit his apple orchard.
